Some Sidelights on

Conditions in France.

Tee NUMBER oF PRIESTS AFFEOT-
ED. — The pumber of priests in
Fravce deprived, by the recent legis-
lation, of their income is, according
t0 the figures furniched by the cfii-
cial statisties of lact yesr, 41,721.
Of these, there are 17 Archbishops,
each of whom received & yearly sal-
ary of abont $3,000. The Bishops
(67) were given eaeh a little less
thao $2,000, The ealaries of ihe
cures, or parigh prieste, ranged be-
tween $320 (which, with the excep-
tion of the pastor of Notre Dame,
Paris, ie the higbest sslary paid to a
parish priest) sud $240 the lowest.
Vicars general received between
$700 and $800, the Vicar Genersal of
Paris excepted, who had $877. The
regular (flviating olergy (desser-
vapts), together with the assistants
(vicaiies), had from between $266
and $90 awvnusally. — Heclesiastical
Rocord .
