RIVERS ON RAMPAGE

Heavy Rains Cause Great Floods—-
Creeks Are Raging-Torrents—Peo-
ple Driven From Their Homes in
Boats — Water Reaches . Second
Story of MHouses in Cincinnati.

Cincinnati, Ohio, Feb. 24.—As a re-
sult of the heavy rain storms up coun-
try the Ohio river is in flood. A four-
teen foot rise in the last twenty-fow
hours has submerged the lower part
of the city alng the entire river front,
in many places the water being up to
the second storey. Early this evenine
the police notified: the. people of the
lower. districts that their only chance
of safety was in exodus and many
sought the/upper sections of the city.
Scores of the incredulous waited un-
til their escape was cut off and the
good offices of the police boats wece
invoked to take them from second
floor windows, some escapes being of
a thrilling order.

Reports from up: river poiwnts indi-
cate that the heavy rains are con-
tinuing. The water is expected to risc
at least four feet more, the 56 1
stage being already reached.

Kentucky Towns Inundated.

Lexington, Ky., Feb. 24 —The
rivers are on the rampage and- vast
patches of the lowiands gre inun-
dated by the floods. caused by tho
heavv rainfalls. All the towns on
the Kentucky river ' from Breathitt
County to Frankford, a distence of
200 miles, are partly under water, and
the people are compelled to move out
without impedimenta. All traffic on
inter-urban and steam lines in this
section has been suspended since
Tuesday, and trains between - Louis-
ville and Cineinatti are ¢ompelled to
take a two hundred mile rountabout
route, owing to unsafe bridges and
roadbeds.

Blanchard River Overfiows.

Toledo, Ohio. Feb. 24—The Blanch-
ard river has overflowed its . banks
rendering homeless more than three
hundred families at Findiay and is
still rising.
