Moston. Mass.. April 15.—Captain 

W. W. Dennis, who has been selected 
by A. C. Cochran, of New York, to 
sail his yacht, the Yanitie. in the tri­
angular race for the privilege of de­
fending the America’s cup, will re­
ceive the highest salary ever paid to 
the skipper of a racing yacht.
