Berlin, April 22-—One million five hun­
dred thousand of Prussia's organized 
warriors are preparing for a giant battle 
with the kaiser's foes. The warriors are 
the members of the great "kriegerver- 
eine” or “warriors’ societies,’’ the kaiser’s 
foes are the social democrat») and the 
battlefield will be the general election 
for the Prussian diet, which is now 
nearly due. The straggle between -the 
monarchial, religious, well-organized 
warriors and the Republicans, janti-re- 
ligious, also well-organized Socialists, is 
a dramatic one. It has gone on in a 
simmering way fdr two generations; it 
is only on -the eve of a general election 
that it rises to a boil.

In all Germany the warriors’ societies 
numbered nearly 30,000, and they have 
2,500,000 members. All members are old 
soldiers. The first warriors’ unions were 
started, after the Napoleonic wars, to 
preserve the memories and care for the 
graves of old soldiers, and at first only 
men who had seen active service were 
allowed to join. This restriction ceased, 
because in the long peace period which 
followed 1815 the war veterans died off. 
Today every German who has worn the 

I kaiser’s uniform as soldlér or sailor, with 
the exception of the Social Democrats, 
may join a warriors’ society.

Societies Are Powerful.
Germany's warriors’ societies are the 

most powerful organizations Europe 
boasts. Prussia has 17.000 of them, and 
every other state has its own down to 
Bremen, which has 35. In each state 
the societies are affiliated under a cen­
tral union, and all these state unions are 
united in the Imperial . Kyffhaeuser 
Blind, which concentrates -the 30.000 so­
cieties and the 2.600,000 warriors of the 
whole empire. “Eln Armee in Buerger- 
rock’’ (an army in civilian clothes) is the 
title Which Kaiser Wilhelin gives to the 
bund. r>- - : J. ’-V . V ' - '

Nominally the purpose of the warriors' 
societies Is to foster military and im­
perial feeltnf and to care for the dead. 
In these lines much is done. The Kyff­
haeuser Bund built, at a cost of $250.000, 
the magnificent monument to Kaiser 
Wilhelm I. on the Kyffhaeuser hills in 
Thuringia. The warriors have another 
and more important role. It is ."to fight 
Socialism and to foster conservative and 
militarist ideal of the etate. _ Hence 
every general election leads clash
between warriors and Socialists. The So­
cialists can bring into the field 11800.000 
votes, which 1*' nearly double the num­
ber of warriors. But the registered So­
cialists" In the party organization number 
only about 1.000,000. so as an organiza­
tion the warriors are far stronger. ■

The feud between warriors and Social­
ists has now gone on for 40 years. It 
Has led to riots and lawsuits. The So­
cialists a few years ago began a policy 
of trying to capture the societies. The 
statutes of the societies declare (hat they 
have nothing to do with politics, and on 
this ground a large number of Socialists 
became membere; When they began to 
show their party colors the warriors ex­
pelled them. The Socialists appealed to 
the courts, which "upheld the expulsion 
on the ground that Socialism was incom­
patible with the basic principles of the 
warriors movement.

Bow to Bureaucrate.
In practice the warrlora’ societies op­

pose all progressive parties, and not 
merely the Socialists. The local officials 
who control them are largely .conserva­
tive. and use the great organization to 
make war also on radicalism. The sub­
serviency of the societies to the bureau­
cracy was lately the cause of a complaint 
in the reichatag. A radical member de­
clared, that they were not “krlegerver- 
eine” (warriors’ societies), but “kriech- 
ervereinc." which means "reptile socie­
ties." This accusation is to some extent 
justified, as the Bureaucrats generally 
manage, especially In the country, to bend 
the societies to their will.

The warriors’ struggle with, Socialism 
Is carried on without cease. Attempts 
are made to prevent Socialists holding 
meetings. As Germany is an orderly land 
this can not be done by force. A.favor­
ite way is to organize a boycott for the 
purpose of preventing the letting of 
meeting halls to the Socialists. The 
warriors resolutely refuse to eat, drink 
beer or hold their meetings in any res­
taurant which admits Socialists. The re­
sult is that restaurant proprietors have 
themselves to be emphatically either 
warriors or Socialists. In some small 
Saxon towns the warriors by good gener 
alship lately got possession of all the 
halls. The Socialists thereupon secretly 
bought up a hall and when the warriors 
were holding a triumphal meeting In it, 
the Reds arrived armed with documents 
and the sheriff, and threw the warriors 
out.

Fight at an Advantage.
In trade warriors add Socialists carry 

on rigid boycotts. Newspapers contain 
advertisements offering jobs "not to So­
cialists.-’ The Socialists retort in kind, 
and carefully keep work and patronage 
from the warriors. The*» #»ue lists of 
stories and even of lawyers, apd doctors 
Who are "reptile,” and exact fines from 
Socialists who degrade th*f boycott. The 
Socialists, who have control of labor 
unions, also try to keep out warriors; 
but they have failed to èsjablish their 
rights of expulsion; and many labor 
anions have a small warrior minority 
which delights in plaguing and perplexing 
the Socialist majority.

The warriors tight at an advantage. 
The state hacks them. The railroads, 
post and police department feed them 
with good jobs. The rural “Landrait,” 
who is Prussia's mightiest, official, helps 
them along and states lend "them officers 
as lecturers. Thus the warriors flourish 
without effort, while tfee Socialists have 
to work for themsjlvçs gad to fight the 
authorities. v-jivs

to three sons. Frank, Patrick and 
Charles, and a daughter, Mrs. Mary 
Fouchà.

Every day the possibilities of the 
Calgary Typographical union secur­
ing the greatinternational convention 
of the organization become brighter.

The,' Providence, Rhode Island, 
union, a formidable candidate for the 
convention, has withdrawn in Cal­
gary’s favor. Secretary Andy Davison 
received a letter to this effect yester­
day.

The Rhode Island union has been in 
the field for some time, and had the 
endorsement of many of the unions of 
New England and the eastern cities.
Its withdrawal would Indicate that the 
printers of the northeastern states 
concede the next meeting of the inter­
national to Canqda.

From all over Canada comes the 
word of the endorsement of Calgary’s 
ambitions by the local unions! There 
sems to be a magic in the slogan, 
"Calgary, Sunny Alberta," which is 
simply irresistible. It is not Improb­
able that the Calgary delegation- will 
go to the Memphis convention present­
ing a solid Canadian front.

“And with all of Canada boosting 
for us," said Secretary Davison yes­
terday, "Calgary’s chances should be 
very good."

From many other parts of the 
United States, the section that re­
mains to be captured by Calgarians | 
bent on this conquest of peace, come 
messages of encouragement. The fact 
that the 1916 convention is to be held 
on the extreme west coast, and that ’ 
the south has been taken care of in re­
cent years by conventions in Galves­
ton, New Orleans, and Memphis for 
next year, would help, the aspirants 
of the north.

Many unions of the west coast, 
through which the tide of printerdom 1 . 
ebbs and flows constantly north and 
south, are said to be very kindly dis­
posed.

The Calgary Typographical union is 
receiving much encouragement from 
local business men who appreciate the ; 
opportunity, and the committee of the ] 
union that is soliciting for funds to1 
finance the delegation of Calgarians 
who will go to Memphis to present the 
cause of Calgary, is meeting with sub­
stantial encouragement.

Useful Tips On 
Tomato Culture

Almost anyone with a garden orj 
farm in a temperate climate can grow | 
tomatoes with greater or less success,1 
hut there |s a great difference between j 
the extent and quality of the crops i 
grown by different persons in the same 
locality. These differences are due to j 
several causes, among which the va-, 
rleties grown and methods of cultiva­
tion practised are perhaps the chief.

Açcordfng to experiments carried on 
for years the Experimental Farm at 
Ottawa, Karllana, -of which there are 
several attains, is the best early sort 
■but Bonny Beet, Chalks’ Early Jewel 
are also good early kinds. Of later va­
rieties Matchless Trophy, Livingston’s 
Globe and Plentiful rank high.

It Is the early fruit that makes the 
profit. In growing plants what should 
he aimed at is the production of a 
stocky, sturdy plant which will have 
some fruit set upon it when set in the 
field: After planting the chief work is I 
cultivation which should he done both 
ways In the plantation.

In order to protect tomato plants 
from disease, of which there are sev­
eral, they should be repeatedly sprayed 
even when quite young, with Bordeaux 
mixture. These1 and many other points 
which cover practically the whole field 
of tomato culture in the green house 
as well as in the garden and field, are 
fully treated in pamphlet- No. 10 of the 
Central Experimental Farm prepared 
by the Dominion Horticulturist, Mr. 
W. T. Macoun. This work is for free 
distribution to all who apply for It to 
the publications branch of the de­
partment of agriculture at Ottstwa.
