In India.

Loxpov, July 20.—In the Heuse of
Lords today Lord Lansdowne asked if the
Government intended to continue to pro-
hibit the Government of India from levy-
ing duties on cotton goods imperted into
that country from England. Lord Reay,
under secretary of India, said the matter
was in no sense s party guestion but cne
which depended altogether on the future.
The financial situation in India he said
wae causing ne alarm. Lord Roberts
warned the Government that the Iadian
pecple felt that refusal of English Gov-
ernment to put an iznport duty on cotton
goods sacrificed their interests to English
feeling. This, he said, ought not to be
permitted to continue.

A Race for Life.

Paris, July 20.—The new torpedo boat
Le Grondeur ran into the harbor in Bou-
logne this morning at a high rate of speed
and was at once abandoned by her crew.
Sho had been partly burned and was filling
with water. Le Grondeur was attached to
the fleet now maneuvering in the channel.
During the early morning she collided
with the armored cruiser Jean Bart. The
first examination of her hull showed that
she was badly damaged, and the water was
entering so fast that it was a race for
life to get her into port. She was headed for
Bouicgne. Iuel was piled on her fires
until she was running 29 knots an hoar.
Her boiler plates grew red hot, the wood-
work caught fire, and flames rapidly
spread beyond control of the crew. The
twenty men manning  the vessel
foughy the fire with desperation,
preeerving periect discipline, despite
their growing agony as the flames
crept toward the mugezine. Only one man,
and he was a recruit, gave up hope and
tried to jump overboard. Ile was caught
in time, however, and was put in irons.
Eventualiy the fire was checked when but
a few feet from the magazine by the Influx
of water through the hoie made by the
Jean Bart, and the men were then able to
quench it. \Water continued to flow in and
the vessel would have foundered with ail
on board had she been kept at sea hLalf an
hour longer.

Serious Stats of AtTairs in QOalkland, Cal.

Oaxraxp, Cal.,, July 20.—The mayor

has issued a proclamation ordering the
crowds off the streets, and requiring the
people to keep indoors or to leave home
only in the pursuit of their legitimate
business.

Cmana, Neb.,, July 20.—The United

opened through that point by Saturday.
Three bridges have been burned and con-
siderable track has been torn up by the
strikers.

Burre, Mont., July 20.—The first train
into Butte over the Northern Pacific since
the inauguration of the strike was Supt.

port for work. The Uniorn Pacific men
would not agree to the decision and are
still out.

St. Lours, Mo., July 21.—The Missouri
Pacific Railway has thrown down the
gauntiet to the A. R. U, for a fight to the
death. All members of the order are
being discharged.

Cuicaco, Iil, Julyi2l.—The strike at
the packing house remains unchanged.
President Taylor, of the National Cattle
Butchers’ Union, made a statement today,
in which he dlaims the men are now
striking for a réstoration of wages, which
the packers cut last February. The bpig
packers are now badly cripnled as the re-
sult of the strike. A large force of central
station detectives are scattered about the
stock yards tonight to prevent violence
and intimidation, and keep the hoodlums
off the property.

One hundred and forty men employed in
the repair shops of the Chicago and Erie
Raiiroad, at Fiity-filth street, went out on
strike today and say they will not return
until the American Railway Union strike
is declared off.

The determination of the Pullman com-
pany to rcopen its works and operate them
with a force of non-union employes if the
old employes refuse to return, has aroused
the stirikers to a white heat temper, and
both militia ard police are looking for
trouble before Monday night. There were
no iess than four incipient riots in Pullman
and its surrcundings during the day. The
most threatening occurrence was at 3
o’clock, when a bkig crowd surrounded the
fire station. The militia was cempelled to
charge with Layonets, and the mcb re.
treated.

The strikers turned out in force at the
primary election, and the A. R. U. ticket
sclecting delegates pledged to W. Roby for
State Senator was successful by a vote of
244 to 103 for the ticket in the interest of
Geo. W. Miller. It was the largest vote
ever polled in Pallman, :

NEwW OkLEANS, La., July 20.—All the
switchmen 1n the Texas and Pacific vards
went out here tonight in sympathy with
tiie strikers on the Queen and Crescent
who were not taken back after the coliapse
of the strike.

Closing Hours of the Tedious
Session.

Ike Pig Iron Beunty To Be Extended
Five Years—Prorcogation Put Off
Till Monday—%he Premier
Takes “a Night Cfi,”

Orrawa, July 20.—In Parliament today,
on the resolution extending the bounty on
pig iron and billets ot steel for five years,
and allowing the same bounty on products
of any furnace to be established for a
period of five years after such establishing,
Sir Richard Cartwright protested against
binding Parliaraent to a fixed policy for ten
vears and announced he would reiuse to be
bound by it,

Mr. Foster granted that the policy was
only binding so long as the party now in
office remained in power, but there was
after a period always the question of vested
rights,

Sir Richard Cariwright said he was
opposed to any bounty on pigiron.

The resolution was repecrted and the
House went into committee on the Fran-
chise Bill which applies the revised voters’
lists to redistributed constituencies and
provides a new form of ballot paper which
wiil prevent spoiled bailots.

The discussion on the biil lasted until 1
o’clock. Before rising at 1 o’clock the
Fremier announced that the Government
would not insist on clause **D” of the In-
surance Bill thrown out in the Scnate last
pight,

When the House vesumed at 3 o’clock the
estimates were proceeded with. The first
item was $2,500 tor repairs to stables, con-
cervatories, ete., for the residence at
Regina of Lieutenant-Governor of the
Northwest Territories. This expenditure,
with another—a revote for a similar pur-
pose—makes over $5,000 which is being
expended this year upon that mimic court.
The question of the cost of the Lieutenant-
Governor’s new residence was inquired
into by the Opposition. From the replies
of the Minister it was seen that the resi-
dence has cost between $40,000 and
§50,000, and that it is fitted up with a
billiard hall and every other luxurious
convenience,

Messrs. McMullen, Mulock and Mills
(Bothwell) strongly protested against the
inerease of expenditure in these cffices In
view of the present temper of public
op nion with regard to them.

The items were finaily passed.

After attempting to proceed in committee
P with Mr. Haggart’s bill to compel pur-
chasers of raiiwav tickets to sign receipts,
tIr. Haggart withdrew the bill.

Prorogation will not take place until
Monday.

Premier Thompaon was detained at home
tonight, having given out under the strain
of the session and the intense heat.

A CRACK AT CANADA.

Cruadian Cruzhed Stone to bo Shut Jut
ol Detroit,

Detrorr, July 20.—The consumption of
crushed stone has enormously increased in
Detroit durirg the last three or four years.
The new policy in pavement building re-
quires a concrete foundation for even cedar
block, as well as agphalt or brick paving,
and the furnishing of crushed stone for
mixing with cement in making this con-
crete has become an important item in local
vraffic. Sowe of the stone is brought in
from quarries at Newport and elsewhere,
but by iar the greater portion as is raid, is
imported from Canada, being the product
of quarries in the vieinity of Amherstburg.

While crushed stens is notu specificaily
meationed as a dutiable article in the Me-
Kinley law, the Detroit custom house
authorities held, up to last fall, that it
was an ‘‘unenumerated nanufactured
article” under section 4, and liable accord-
ingly to a duty of 20 per cent ad valorem.
Certain importers protested against the
peyment of this duty, and appealed the
case to the board of general appraisers,
The board sustained the protest, holding
that the stone should be admitted free.
Collector Hopkins had the privilege of ap-
pealing the case to the United States
court within 30 days after the decision was
rendered. No appeal was taken, however,
and sinece that time Canadian crushed
stone has been coming in without the pay-
ment of duty, the effect of the decision be-
ing to stimulate activity of the Amherst-
burg quarries, where crushed stone has
been turned out in much larger quantities
than before, The sum of §),100 paid in
duties before the decision was announced
was refunded to the importers,

The attention of the Treasury Depart-
ment was called to the matter some weeks
ago and it was referred back to Mr. Wood
for a thorough investigation. His report
thereon was carried by him in person
to Washington a few days ago and
is understood to hawe taken the ground
that crushed stone is clearly dutiable under
the law, the crushing process adding
Jargely to the vaiune of the stone and re-
quiring an ecxpensive plant. Now the
news comes from Washington that Secre-
tary Carlisle is convinced of the soundness
of this position and iz about to issue an
order directing the collector at DLetroit to
exact a 20 per cent duty on all future
importations of stone.

The imposition of the duty will mske a
lot of diflerence in the plans of some of
those who have gone into the business. A
recent addition to the plant at Amherst-
burg is a big $15,000 crushing machine,
The importers will probably take the case
to the board of general appraisers again,
and if the decision is for the second time
favorable to the importers, the collector
can take advantage of the opportunity
neglected, of appealing to the United
States courts

Queer Place for a Bird’s Nest.

PBirds have built their nests in some
peculiar places, but one of the strangest on
record is behind a hotel bar. At James
Morrow’s hotel, at the Humber, near To-
ronto, a pair of sparrows have built their
nests behind the bar and reared their
young there. The old birds fly in and out
of the place quite naturally. The ycung
birds are just now learning to fly.
