CARING FOR THE GRAVES.

A DBritish Red Cross worker writes:

In my opinion this is a method of
identification which might with advan-
tage be followed by others when there
is not sufficient time for men to erect
a well-inscribed cross., If thiz was
done my work would undoubtedly be
greatly simplified, but it is absolutely
essential that indelible pencils are used.
