C. P. R. EXTENSION TN MANITOBA.
Montreal, June 28. — President 

Shaughnessy, of the C. P. R., in an­
swer to an inquiry as to the construc­
tion work In Manitoba proposed by the 
company during the coming year, said 
that there seemed to be great anxiety 
both on the part of the Dominion and 
Provincial governments for the con­
struction of an extension of the 
Waskada branch, and that the Do­
minion Government, at the instance of 
Hon. Mr. Sifton, had offered a Domin­
ion subsidy of $3,200 per mile. Mr. 
Roblin, Premier of Manitoba, also con­
siders it of the greatest importance 
that a railway should be built from 
some point In the vicinity of Bran­
don westerly or north-westerly to 
serve the settlers who are north of the 
Assiniboine River, but who are too far 
from the great north-west central line. 
He is most anxious also that some ex­
tensions should be made to the Snow 
Flake and McGregor branches. A 
small Provincial subsidy is promised. 
In view of the public demand for these 
extensions, the company has under­
taken to construct them, and Mr. 
Shaughnessy expressed the hope, and 
stated that it was the intention, un­
less prevented by unforeseen obstacles, 
that they would be completed during 
the current season.

FROM GRAND CHACO, PARAGUAY

The Rev. E. W. Crawford, who went 
from this city as a missionary to the 

I Indians of the Grand Chaco, Para­
guay. has written to a friend under the 
date of May 2nd. He states that 
measles of a deadly type has broken 
out among the natives at two of their 
mission stations. He writes:—The 

: weather has been anything but propi­
tious for such an epidemic. * * * We 

1 surrendered our beds and bedding to 
the natives, and slept on the cold, 

: hard ground, without any other pro­
tection than a ground sheet, in this 
winter weather. Some of the cases 
took a serious turn, and then in addi­
tion to giving them careful attention 
in the daytime we had to sit up and 
keep watch at night.’ At the station 
at which Mr. Crawford is located, in 
spite of medical aid and assiduous 
nursing, there had been three deaths 
among the Indians. One of them was 
that of a woman, who left behind an 
infant a few hours’ old. ‘He thus 
speaks of the attempts made to look 
after the little one’s welfare:—“It is a 
new experience for us inexperienced 
bachelors having the absolute charge 
of an infant, and without any white 
woman nearer to us than fifty miles." 
He adds:—“Our enemies (witch doc­
tors) are still actively opposing us, 
and have circulated the rumor that we 
killed the mother of the baby, and are 
trying to kill the rest of their people 
with our medicines.” 
. While journeying with Mr. Watson 

! (also of London), and sleeping out on 
.the trail at night, Mr. Crawford’s horse 
was bitten by a shake, and shortly 
afterwards died.

As many friends of the Chaco mis­
sionaries have failed to get letters 
from them for some time past, the fol­
lowing note from the 'South American 
Missionary Magazine will be interest- 
Ing:—“Doubtless not half of the Chaco 
mails have been received, nor have 
the mission staff received all their 
home letters. The matter is being en­
quired into.”

At the time of writing all the mis­
sionaries, though much engaged and 
anxious, were in good health.
