British Ship Edenballymore Also
a Heavy Sufferer--Other
Shipping News.

Ydllow fever, that dread disease of
Southern climes, has been playing havoe
with the crews of merchant ships at
Panama, The German ship Coriolanus
Capt, Gotting, which reached the quar-
antine station at William Head early
vesterday morning, lost no less than fif-
teen imen, and the British ship Eden-
ballymore, Capt. May, lost a.bou»t t'he
sume number, while the Captain’s wife
also succumbed to the disease. 'The
Coriolanus was lying at Panama when
some of the crew brought the germs on
board. Before long most of the crew
were down with the fever and ten of
them died. Gathering together a mixed
crew from along the wharves, Capt Got-
ting set sail from the infected port as
quickly as he could, but he found before
many days that his ship was as bad as
Parama, The disecase broke out again.
It was August 11 when the ship made
her first start from Panama and in ten
days she was back there, even the men
who had lived for years in the South
and were thought to be proof against the
disease having contracted it. Before the
ship could be released from quarantine
another five men had been added to the
list of dead. ¥illing up his crew as best
he could, Capt. Gotting for the second
time turned his ship’s head toward Vie-
toria and this time she came through
without mishap, making the run in 68
days, She is now in quarantine under-
zoing a thorough disinfection before com-
mencing to load a cargo of salmon for
Liverpool. Capt. Gotting says a great
many deaths had occurred at Panama,
the disease being épidemic. Among the
men lost by the ship Edenballymore
were two mates and the steward. Capt.
May and his son were also sick at the
same time as Mrs. May, who died. The
Coriolanus is under charter to R. P.
tithet & Co., Ltd. Her arrival leaves
two salmon ships yet to come, the Kil-
arney from Shanghai and the Senator
from Yokohama,

W 80 well as those who were resi-
dents in Natal and the Transvaal during
the conflict in 1881. Bt to character.
1ze it as “immoral,” as undertaken “at
the mandate of the raiders and traders
of South Africa,” to Tgpresent it as
waged on our part. “against a hard-work-
ing, self-respe: munity of semi-
barba_rous farmers,” and, therefore, as
certain to “leave an indelible blot on the
escutcheon of England’s honor,” is to
show an Jgnorance of South African
history during the last quarter of a cen-
tm-y_, as well as of the Present state of
affairs, as mischievous as that of Mr.
Morley, who in & recent public utterance
- had the hardihood to aseribe the annexa-
tion of the Transvaal to the late Sir
Bartle Frere!

That. Mr. Phillips’ description of the
Boers is not inappropriate to a certain
number of them may be readily admitted,
but these estimable people are unfortu-
nately under the domination of an oli-
garchy as corrupt and unscrupulous as
any that could be found in modern times,
And if 'Englzmd, after exhausting every
means in_ her power to bring them to
reason, and exhibiting extraordinary pa-
tience and forbearance towards a pelicy
of evasion, should be driven by the per-
verse ambition and selfish obstinacy of
this oligarchy into war as a last alterna-
tive, so far from being immoral or cause-
less, as Mr. Phillips holds, it will be as
righteous as war ever can be, waged for
the deliverance of the oppressed from a
yoke that had grown well-nigh intoler-
able, for the establishment of freedom
and jnstice, for the protection of those
for whose well-being we, as a nation, are
responsible.

It is unfortunate that the bulk of our
people are so much in the dark as to the
history of our relations with the Trans-
vaal Boers during the last twenty years.
The knowledge of nine out of every ten
average Knglishmen might, I believe,
be summed up thus: that there was a
gilsastey at Majuba Hill to certain troops,
insuflicient in number, sent to repress an
outbreak, and that this was followed
by what they have been told was an act
of magnanimity or of simple Jjustice, the
retrocession of the country into the
hands of those from whom we had taken
it a few years before. Hvery young
Boer, on the other hand, has been taught
to believe that, in a saered struggle for
independence and for the possession of
a country acquired by the sugjugation of
native tribes, the Divine aid enabled
them three times to overcome the forces
of a more powerful nation which was
compelled by their superior dash and
courage to an absolute surrender, and
b.as' never since ventured to take any
Serious steps to' check the cause of ag-
gression which they, as God’s favored
people, have thought fit to take against
the doomed Canaanites of South Afriea.

Now:, whatever may be alleged against
the wisdbm or justice of our annexation
of the Transvaal in 1877, there can be
no doubt that it was welcomed by many
of the lead:ing_ Boers and acquiesced in
by the majority as releasing the state
from a_condition of hopeless bankruptey
and affording them protection from the
natives, whose growing hostility and
menacing attitude formed a constant
source of unrest and anxiety.

Fevy Englishmen, again, know that it
was in a time of profund peace in De-
cember, 1 eir enemies having been
subdued rd¥ind about them by British
arms—that the Boers suddenly rose
against the government to which they
owed so much (I do not say that there
were not grievances nor causes of com-
plaint ‘which demanded redress, though
the chief ostensible one was the levying
of the necessary taxes), and we were
startled by the mews that they had
treacherously surprised and fallen upon
a detachment of the 94th Regiment, who
Wwere marching through the country, and
had shot them down.

How many amongst us are aware, to0o,
that this act of the hard-working, self-
respecting farmers was followed a few
weeks later by their invasion of the
neighboring colony of Natal, on the soil
of which all the three engagements of
that unhappy campaign were fought?
Or who realizes that one of the earliest
uses made of that independence, which,
after this campaign, we had too gener-
ously conceded, was to make a raid into
Zululand and seize upon some of the
most fertile tracts of the country, reck-
oning only too accurately upon the com-
placency of the then secretary for the
colonies, the late Lord Derby?

But why do I cite these facts? Not
surely to influence feeling in Emngland
against the Boers. Far from it. As I
said and wrote in 1881, even when
smarting under the humiliation to which
no Emglishman in South Africa could
be insensible, there is nothing, if we only
let sound reason and Christian feeling
have their due weight, to prevent Boers
and British living as brethren and work-
ing together for the prosperity of the
whole country, while there: is every rea-
son why we should not present to the
heathen the miserable spectacle of Chris-
tians actuated by hatred and revenge,
and thirsting for each other’s blood.

But this unhappy consummation seems
only to be attainable by the prevalence
of such ideas of truth and justice and
liberty a& it was hoped might be secured
under what was termed British suzerain-
ty. The course of legislation at Pretoria
since 1881 wunder the dictatorship of
President Kruger shows how widely gif-
ferent is the Boer conception of these es-
sential elements in civilized life, while
the_ recent course of events discloses too
p}am_ly the real aim of the leaders to be
nothing short .of the establishment of
Boer supremacy thronghomt South Af-
rica. What that supremacy would mean,
not to a. few capitalists or speculators,
or to some few thousands of miners and
operators who have embarked their all
iq the country, mot even to some of the
higher interests most justly dear to the
hearts of Englishmen, as, e.g., the cause
of Christian missions to the natives—
but to the prestige, the well-being of the
whole British Empire, and whether,
therefore, the averting of so direful a
contingency is an object worthy of the
patriotic efforts and prayers of all who
are thankful for their heritage as sub-
jects of the Queen, ought to meet with
no ambiguous reply.

The prospects of the Van Anda camp
were never brighter.. The town and the
mines around it have never shown so
many dndications of substantial progress.

Thid is the good news which Mr, Henry
M. Saunders brings to Victoria, on his re-
turn by the City of Nanaimo from a week's
visit to the Texada Island field. The day
that he left the mines a* shipment of some
120 tons of copper matte was made to New
York from the smelter; while the City ot
Nanaimo on her up-trip carried to the smel-
ter for treatment 120 tons of ore from: the
foenora. This mine will now send its out.
put in bulk, by way of Oyster bay, ana
the ‘steamer Thistle has been secured to
‘raintain the service.

Speaking of the appearance of the Van
Anda camp at the present time, Mr. Saun-
ders says the development of the Coruell
proceeds satisfactorily, ¢very day revealing
fresh evidence that the owners have a
mine—and an exceptionally good one. In
the Copper Queen the workmen are down
450 feet, while the 350 foot level and the
stopes are showing large deposits of good
cre.

There is no question that there is suffi-
clent ore in these two propositions alone
to keep the smelter busy for years to come.

The town, as well as Jthe mines that make
it, is booming. New houses are golng up at

e rate of four a week, while the saw-
mill, smelter and other industries are run-
ning 24 hours a day, and still unable to
catch up with their orders. The big com-
mercial houses are waking up to the im-
pcrtance of the town’s business, and have
their travellers there., while Mr. Fried-
lander is bullding a hotel especlally . for
their accommodation.

Another gentleman who is aparently sat-
isfled with the solidity of Van Anda, sends
the Colonist the following letter to the
editor in reference to ite present status
4nd prospects:

SORE HEADS DISAPPOINTED.

Sir: When the Van Anda smelter was start-

ed in July last there were those who freely
cffered to bet that it would close down
within six weeks for want of ore.
