“The permit system in vogue with the
Yukon administration is ouc of the wost
fruitful ‘sources of graft of the many avail-
able. No liquor is allowed to be entered
into the territory except .ader a j-rmit
from Ottawa, which is only obgainable by
these having the necessary ‘pull’ to accom-
pany the cash required. Nu 2 of the .‘aw-
son saloon men can secure these permits,
and all of them are at the mercy of the
people who haye permits. That portion of
the comptrolller’s 1ie;l)lort which deals with

e subject is as follows:

received, $130.463.55. There is not likel
to be any surplus in this revenue, althoug!
the amount estimated will be received.

« ‘Liquor licenses, estimated, $60.000; re-
ceived, $39,025.34. It is possible that the
difference, $21,000, will be reeeived 'betore
June. but I think it hardly probable.

“rrhe lignor business seems to .be the
chief source of revenue in the Yukon, for,
in addition to the permits and licenses, a
large amount s expected from fines, which
are chiefly derived through the same busi-
ness.

The Grant
Has Returned

From Her Cruise Around Van-
couver Island to Investigate
Wreckage.

Full Particulars of What the Sea
Has Thrown on the
Coast.

The underwriters are beginning to get
uneasy for the ship Ilala, also her own-
ers, for yesterday cabiegrams 'were re-
ceived by the consignees of the ship in
this city, Messrs. R. P. Rithet, asking
for full particulars of the finding of the
life buoy from her, of the direction of
the wind, trend of current, ete., ete., and
the English agents of the local firm
have been making inquiries regarding
the chartering of another_ vessel to
bring a duplicate cargo, provided the
Iala is lost.

It is now thirteen days since the life
buoy of the ship was picked up, and yet
nothing has been heard of the ship. The
revenue cutter Grant has returned from
her cruise of investigation, and with the
home-coming of Capt. G. Roberts,
who was pilot of the Tevenue cutter on
her voyage around the Island, full de-
tails of the finding of the buoy and of
the location of other wreckage were ob-
tained.

The life ‘buoy of the Ilala was found
by Capt. Tozier, of the Grant, hidden, on
January 31, under the bed of the In-

dian at Uclulet. It had been there sev-

having come from the Ilala, although the
first two letters of the name are partial-
ly obliterated. About half of the low-
er portion of the “I” ih gome and the
angle part of the ‘“L” is missing, but
there is enough of both letters to make
them legible, and with the perfect condi-
tion of the three last letters, there can
be no mistake. It is “ILALA, Liver-
pool.” The buoy was in good condition,
and when picked up by the Indian,
three days before, had not been in the
water a week, probably mot more than
two days. If it had been two days
adrift this would mean fifteen days from
to-day, and yet there is mo sign of the

ip. .

On the beach at Wreck Bay, some
seven miles from Uclulet, a ship’s hatch
has come ashore, presumably from a
large ship. It was marked *8. F.)”
meaning starboard-forward. At Clayo-
quot the Indians, when inquiries were
made regarding wreckage, oﬁere_d a
story that they had seen a large ship go
down; but this was set down as only
a “siwash story.” ‘They said they had
seen a ship some days before off Clayo-
quot, disabled and on her beam end. It
was in the evening, and next morning,
when they went out to look forit, thqy
could see nothing of it. The story is
not considered worth consideration.

There was wreckage of some kind all
along the coast, lumber predominating.
South of Kyuquot the lumber was most-
ly 4x4, but to the north of that point.
there was 2x12, 2x6 and other sixes, pil-
ed up all along the beaches, and Indians
were reaping a harvest. The Grant be-
gan finding wreckage the day after she
left Vietoria. On the 30th she called at
Cla-oose and there Tom Daykin was
seen. He told of the finding of a piece
of teak, with the name Andrada ecarved
in it, but not knowing of any - vessel
missing at that time, he had thrown it
away, and said he would go and look
for it. From there the cutter went to
Uclulet, where the Ilala life buoy was
found, and the ship’s hatch and a bale
of compressed hay, bound -with seven
heavy wires, were reported to have come
ashore at Wreck Bay.

Thence the cutter proceeded to Olayo-

quot, where the story of the ship having
“killipi” was told, and then on she went
to Hesquoit, where Father Brabant re-
ported that a ship’s boat with holes: in
her had gone ashore on Estervan point.
It was too rough to make a landing
there, and the boat was not- examined,
but Father Brabant said there were no
marks on it.
Father Brabant embarked on the eut-
ter at Hesquoit, and she went on to
Friendly Cove, in Nootka Sound. There
was much lumber in Nootka Sound; but
no other wreckage. Kyuquot was the
next point of call, and there more
wreckage was reported. .Indians  had
picked up two oars, common ship’s oars,
some canned salmon, about a cose, the
Indians said, but they could mnot ’&'eo-
duce it, for they had eaten it. y
said the cans were not labeled. Some
cans of preserved fruit also came ashore
there and some packages of brooms and
a great deal of lumber.

From Kyuquot the Grant went to
Quatsino Sound, and there some patent
hinges and = small drawer, with a front
made of walmut with brass fittings, were
found. This was in the possession of
Mr. Leeson, the postmaster there. They
told of a ship’s boat come ashore to the
north of the seund, and Indians who ar-
rived there from a hunting trip to the
north., told of a ship’s house, or
something like it, about twenty feet
long, having eome in from the sea. There
were no marks on it, they said.

The Grant then went around the north
of the Island, but made no calls, until
getting around to Port Rupert, on the
East Coast.  While at Quatsino the offi-

There were about 150 Indians and
klootchmen in a big hut, with a big fire
on which they had piled about a cord of
wood, ‘in ‘the 'centre. The dancers did a
“raven dance” that night, after which a
large number of blankets were potlatch-
ed. some being given away whole; and
others ‘divided into small pieces.  The
dancers were stark naked, throwing off
their blankets as they became more ex-
cited. The Indians ~were wall sitting
around the hut, and the scene was a
great one. An engineer of the Grant

The decisions were most wunani-
mous, and showed a knowledge and ap-
preciation of their value.

Mr...J. J. Baird, of San Juan, ‘was
asked to speak. He gave a very forci-
ble description of their difficulties and
struggles, showing that he could mot
drive his team half a mile from his
house on a good road; that they Had
neither church, school house or doctor,
though they had some thirty settlers;
that their charges for freight were ex-
cessive, and he asked for the support of
he association to get the government
to finish the read through from Victoria
to San Juan, of which there remains
some®? twenty miles out of the fifty-four
to complete. It would open ‘up 15,000
acres of good land, that wounld be im-
mediately settled, and would' repay the
government within five years.

It was then proposed and seconded
that a resolution be drawn up by the
secretary, embodying Mr. Baird’s state-
ments, and that a deputation, composed
of . the presidents and setretary, wait
upon the government to press upon them
the necessity of carrying out this im-
provement as speedily as possible.

The meeting elosed with a hearty vote
of thanks to the chairman for his public
spirit in advertising and calling the
meeting,
