He took the recent  state-
ments emanating from continental cabi-
nets regarding the attitude of Great
Britain during the Spanish war as a
text for a wholesale attack  upon the
trend of United States diplemacy. He
severely scored Secretary Hay and de-
clared that if Lord = Pauncefote had
sought, as was alleged, to circumvent ‘us’
during the war of 1898, the sooner he
was shipped across the seas the better.
He .also criticized the President for his
reported intention to send. his daughter
to the coronation.of King Idward, and
protested against the ‘offieigl -reception
of Prince Henry. P

There was a sequel to Mr. Wheeler's
speech later in the day swhen Mr; Gros-
venor secured the floor ‘and weplied at
length to what the Kentuekiafi had said.
As to Mr. Wheeler’s deniial of a state-.
ment regarding the' visit ‘of the Prince
of Wales in 1860, Mr. Grosvenor declar-
ed that he personally eould bear wit-
ness to the truth of his assertion, for.
