Minerals.-—Prosnecting for placer gold on
Voncouver Island commenced many years
ago, when Cariboo was famous as a placer
gold field, and gold in small quantities
was and can be found in elmost every
mountain stream leading into the interlior.
The gold saved. however. has not been
sufficient to attract great attention, al-
though a considerable quantity has been
taken from China creek, Leech and Bear
rivers. The black sands at Wreck Bay
also yield gold and are still being worked.
Similar deposits are to be found ell along
the shores northward. To the early suc-
cess of the placer gold mines may be
attributed the search for gold in quartz.
Gold In quartz has been located from end
to end of the island, no particular portion
appearing of greater fmportance than
another; in'- ¢onsequence of development

y being slight. So far véry little
gilver has been found, but deposits of
galena are known on Koksilah TRiver.
From present indications it appears that
the copper and iron deposits will yield the
earliest returns. Commendcing at Queitsino
and following the indentations of the coast
scuthward and eastward as far as Sooke,
near Victoria, copper and dron occur at
almost every few miles. On the east coast
of the Island,. in the vicinity of Maple
Bay, copper is found; and a few miles
inland, at Mount Sicker. the most exten-
sive copper developments on the Island
have heen made.

In following the coast morthward as far
as Comox, important coal deposits exist,
and beyond, to the north end of the Island,
more copper and iron are found, as far as
known similar in general appearance and
value to the deposits on the west coast,
but perhaps not as well prospected.

The coal Delt on the east coast of Van-
couver Island having been referred to, the
cecal lands at Quatsino may also be here
mentioned. So far- careful prospecting has
been confined almost exclusively to the
area covered in the foregoing remarks, but
the fact should be emphasized that out-
side the coal areas minerals have been
found at practically every few miles. The
interior of the Island %s not so well known,

but it is generally believed. and it has been t

tublicly stated by authorities who va'ue
their reputation, that the largest bodles
of minerals will be found In the centre of
the Island. The etatement is ‘based upon
acquaintance with the territory eand gen-
eral geological know'edge. There is only
one reason for this lack of knowledge re-
garding the inter'or of Vancouver Island,
. the ereat difficulties in gaining access
ywhere along the coast

show it' to be of high grade. Samples of
bog dron from Quatsino Sound were Tre-
perted by the provincial government assay-
ers to contain 52 per cent. of iron. The
principle samples examined at the same
laboratery have been magnetite, and many
of these have _been proven to cortain a
much higher percentage of iron. The de-
posits best ‘known are located on the
west coast at Barkley Sound. and at Sooke,
still nearer Victoria. The fact that there
are no similar d~ osits yet found on the
Ncrth Pacific coast south of the 49th
degree of latitude, quality and quantity
corsidered, is immoartont. The necessary
fluxes and fuel, like t.oe iron ore, are all
situated convenientiyv near navigable deep
sea water. Notwit'standiniz these natural
advantages, the manufacture of iron on
Vancouver Island does not appear to have
received the serious consideration it de-
serves. It must be admitted that the
local (Canadian) demand for manufactures
of iron is limited. The market of the
United States Is protected by a tariff of $4
per ton on pig iron manufactured in Can-
ada. It will therefore be well to consider
what inducements are offered to offset
these conditions. more particuiarly in re-
gard to our nearest foreign market, the

ized. As there appears hopes for the situa-
tion- being relieved, perhaps at an early
date, it is not necessary to enter into par-
ticulars of the many advantages which will
doubtless accrue with the establishment
of fish traps and other methods of fishing
for salmon”on the south and west coasts
of Vancouver Island. ‘Members of this
bcard should continue their efforts to this
end. The halibut. herring and cod afford
Tesources unlimited for years to come.
The helibut is of exceptionally good qual-
ity and will stand longz distance .carriage
with ordinary care in packing. The great
halibut banks of the Atlantic do not now
produce anything approaching the gquantity
of previous years: but there is no falling
off in the demand for that fish. The her-
ring grounds .are as prolific as any other
known to exist in any part of the world
and the fish are of zood commercial size.

IMPERIAL UNITY.

The question of Imperial unity is agitat-
ing the Mother Country at this time and
the public mind of Great Britain is belng
educated for and against the proposition
for a commlete change of Imperial fiscal
policy. Mr. Chamberlain, the Secretary for
the Colonies, has come out strongly in fa-
vor of the adoption of a policy which has
for its basis a system of preferential duties
for the co'onfes in their trade relations
with Great Britajn. Mr. Chambeilain, who
has staked his political life on the issue re-
cently stated that the future of the Em-
pire and the prosperity of home commerce
depends v—on our awakening to the import-
ance of the new conditions created by the
vast accumulations of capital in great pro-
tected countries.
