Law As Respect To Franchise 
in the Coming

Election

The inauguration of a general el 
tion campaign directs attention to the 
franchise and its operation, to the cit- 
izen’s rights as an elector and the 
manner in which he will be called upon 
to exercise those rights says the 
Montreal Gazette. The election to be 
held this fall will see the first general 
application of the new, or remodelled. 
Dominion Electors Act, and it is pos- 
sible that some uncertainty may pre- 
vail as to the manner and extent in 
which the position of the electors is 
affected by the provisions of that act. 
There is, or ought to be, no room for 
confusion in this respect; the act as 
amended embodies the same funda- 
mental practice as was contained in 
proceeding legislation, that of what is 
virtually universal suffrage. This 
has been known in Canada as man- 
hood suffrage, the right to vote being 
enjoyed, theoretically, by all adult 
males, but the extension of the Iran- 
chise to include women, upon practi- 
cally equal terms with men, renders 
the term “universal suffrage” more ap

The sittings of the revising officers 

begin on the twenty-frst day before 
the day of polling, and continue for 
six consecutive week days.

The procedure, while it appears to 
be more or less elaborate and complic- 
ated when regarded as a whole, is 
simple enough as it affects the indiv- 
idual voter. The status of the latter 
is clearly defined by law and his or 
her rights as an elector carefully and 

fully protected.
