Till The World drew attention to it last
weck, few people would have imagined that
the work girls of this city wers, in some
shops at least, subject to cruel treatment
and bodily punishment by their forewomeu,
But such undoubtedly is the case. There
is'need of some kind of action among the
‘Christian ladies of this city to have these
practices stopped. In order that public
attention may be directed to the question,
we republish the two letters that have al.
ready appeared, and a third one received on
Saturday :

As The World iy opposei to all forms of
oppression, will you kindly allow me
through its eolumuns to draw the atten!ion
of parties concerned to the following : For
rome time past the person acting as fire-
woman in one of our Jargest wholesile
manufacturing boot and shoe factories in
this ecity, lor the purpose of gratifying her
spleen towards some ot those who through
circumstances are compelled to earn a
livelihood at the busiuess under her charge,
has adopted a cruel method of punishment,
and that is keeping of the “blinds” closed
thereby shatting off the fresh air during
the present sweltering weather, and conse.
quently serious'y endangering the health of
those under her charge. Owing to the
power invested in this lady (?) none of the
female operatives dare appeal to the pro-

riztor, as it ic felt that such a step would

tantamount toa discharge on the slight.
est pretext. Hoping a prompt change, and
as a consequence no further reference to
such a state of affairs, I remain,

As | help to support my widowed
mother, I went in for the punishment.

means of a cord passed through a pulley
overhead drew me up by the arms tili only
my toes touched the tloor. She kept me
like this for nearly an honr till a few
minutes of the end of dioner time. The
pain was terrible, I was afraid to say
anything about it, and would not dare_now
only I am working in another shop. Your
obedient servant, .

THE JUDICIARY OF THE UNITED
3 STATES.

(To the Editor of The World.)

Q¢ In The World of this morning there
is an article headed ‘‘Wrecking a Rail-
way,” that must strike the rcader with
astonishment at the monstrous frand there
indicated, I say indicated for the articleis
too much condensed to be well understood;
and though your space may be limited,you
would do a public service in giving the de-
tails of the transaction, which is one of the
grandest frauds ‘on record, as I judge from
the abbreviated statement given. Tie
abuse of trust and the cool impudence ot
the trustea Jof the wreckad railroad are
magnificent'in their way and I would hope

without parallel; and yet the parties to

this grand pieca of ecoundrelism hold up
their heads in the business world.

I regret that your editorial, calling at-
tention to the affair, is not more explicit—
particularly when you say “They hare
bribed the courts of the Uniled, - States.”

Exit the Great Western.
From the Toronto Globe,

An era in the onward march of railway
monopoly is marked by the effacement of
the Great Western railway, the amalgama-
tion with the Grand Trunk being formally
consummated to.day. The ‘Grand Trunk
has now an almost complete monopoly of
the traffic of the older settled portions of
Cinada. By means of its extensive connge-
tions and its absorption of the newer
branch lines oue by one it is master of the
situation,and commercial interests will begin
to cxperience the evils of railway monopoly
to a degree hitherto unknown in Canada.
The disappearance of the Great Western is a
very serious injury to the large tract of
country which formerly enjoyed the advan-

tages of competition between the two
lines. The public may now expect higher
freight and passenger rates, fewer trains,
and less aceommodation for loeal tiaffic,
The Grand Trunk management has only ita
own interest to consult, Its most formid-
able competitor being out of the way, it
wauld be hoping ageinst hope were lgxo e
whose business interests are now at its
merey 10 expect greater consideration than
that usua)ly sbown by monopolis's in like
circumstances. The entire experience of
the railroad system - shows that without
government restrictions the only possible
way to secure fuir treatment by corporations
18 to encourage competition. When that
safeguard fails, the evils of oppressive rates,
unfair discriminations, and laek of accom-
modations are certain to result,

We sympatbhize deeply with the pecple
of Western Oatario, who have invested
their money in the construction of the
Great Western, and now find themselves
deprived of the benefits which they secur-
ed for a time by its existence as the 1ival
of the Grand Trunk. Their experience,
however, is unfortunately not a peculiar
one. 1Itis shered by the people of many
other sections, who, after impoverishing
themselves to build cpmpeting lines, find
these enterprises falling one by one into
the hands of the same monopolizing cor-

poration, This process, now so painfully
amiliar that its repetition excites
little comment, wust be stopped. It will

be found absolutely necessary ‘to the
commercial intercsts of the country to
secure competition with the Grand Trunk,
More railroads will have to be built, with
this object ; and to prevent their falling
into the maw of monopoly, stringent
guarantees against amalgamatlon must he
incorporated in their charters.

Fortunately the Credit Valley is still
an independent line, and as it extends its
conneztions with other points the rigour
of the Grand Trunk 'control of Ontario

trade iuterests will be somewhat relaxed |

in these directions. It is liable, however,
to be snapped vp at any time, and before
any exten:ion is legalized the representa-
tives of the people affccted should see to
it that guarantees for the prescrvativn of
its independent status are obtained,
