Its original purpose has almost passed

from sight, the *‘fast’’'feature of it seem-
ing to produce in the vast majority of
moderns little beyoud deprivations and
useless hunger, sach as was practically
expressed by a boy who has made good
in the Great War, as colouel of a regim-
ent of line, when ask\(‘-d what he would
give up for Lent, said, *‘Porridge,” aud
added in an undertone, ‘‘for I don’t like
it anyhow.”
- Lent has now become a season which
the church has devoted to the submitt-
ing of the life to selt-examination in an
endeavor to turn the goul from s to the
Saviour In its present practicalness it
has outstripped the produce and is ac-
¢omplishing the purpose of the original
design. It has risen from a practice of
rigorous penances and fasts to a devout
observance of a specified time for self-
examination and the practice of the pres-
enice of God.

It has passed from an observance of
rhisleading legalism to the devout spend-
ipg of a time in prayer, meditation and
X'esh dedication to the will and purpose
of God.

It is readily admitted that in its mem-
bership the Christian church has come
far short of attainment to its ideal in the
translation of its creed into practical
deed and is proving the promise ot God
true by the power of life derived there-
from. We all know less of the power of
Gecd in our lives than we should, and we
all do less to manifest it than we know
how. It is to get to know what God has
for us and would have us do, and to get
into touch with the power to do it, to
catch on to the power-house with the
trolley of prayer, that Lenten exercises
are used:

The Lenten season does not appeal to
the worldling any more than life’s tasks
appeal to the silent occupant” of the
graveyard, Itis an irksome and un-
pleasant time to the Godless. Men are
dying in-sin because Christians are not
dying to sin. Christ is being robbed of
his Saviourhood, and disappointed of the
fruit of His atoning work because His

witnesses are in the world and of the!

world, A ship in the sea is in its right
element, but when the sea gets into it,
down she goes. So a Christian is in the
world as the ship, conveying the mer-
chaudise of God, but if the world gets in
and overloads the ship, down it goes and
the purpose of God 1s thwarted. The
Christian life is not mere sailing over a
summer sea ; it is a battle with stor.ms and
rocks, and shoals. It is a struggle to
maintain the actual and real and to at-
tain the 1deal, and to do this, touch with
God is necessary, is indispensable, and it
is to get to know how to maintain this
touch that is the purpose of Lent.

How may we spend a purposeful and
practical Lent?

1. Be determined to give God His
due, a sincere and reverent hearing.
Prayer has its two leading parts; it is
a speaking to God, worshipping and
supplicating, asking blessings from His |
store. But it is also God speaking to us,
if we will let Him. We are all too read;
to say, ‘‘Hear, Lord, for Thy servant
speaketh.” Too few say, with Samuel
*‘Speak, Lord, for Thy servant heareth.”
A working man who was watched, went
inlo a church daily at noon to pray. A
friend who noticed that he said nothing
aloud, saidto him; What do you do?
and he answered, “I look at Him and
He looks at me.”’

Surely if we could get quietly apart to
do this, our Lord would bring to us the
experience St. Paul spoke of : ‘‘reflecting
as in a mirror, the glory of God, we are
changed into the same image trom glory
to glory."”

2. Use every means of help held out
to you for awakening and deepening
your spiritual life, The ordinary church
service, special services, revival meetings
or an ; means ot grace which 1s at your
dispu=al.

3. Make some definite personal effort
to bring Christ to someone, and someone
to Christ.

Seek His grace to go about doing good
as He did.

4. Fight. in God's strength, the
world, the flesh and the devil, in all their
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subtly manifested forms and tempt-
ations.

5. Pray and watch, watch snd pray,
and let the quiet of Lent ‘be a working
up to a glorious Faster climax and the
joy of a new and risen lffe in Christ.
