‘on the contrary, seems to have proved
‘gn incentive to geveral to boast, at all
@vents, of their ability and intention
of swimming the torrent. After Webb
showed with his life that the feat is
jmpossible, none but fools or those
tired of life would make such boasts.

Tackly Monitor. |SAD DROWNING ACCIDENT.

On Friday afternoon last, one of "“i
most distressing eventa that ln,\;l::

ocourred in this town took place, -

ter Fredgrick Davies.while in bathing in

the oreek near the Lron Foundry, in
company with a number of the young
lads about the town, ‘was drowned daly
a few yards from the shore, The de-
ceased, it appears, was totally unsc-
quainted with the art of swimming, but
ventured in, and with the aid of a
board, managed to cross and recross

the creek once. AJl of his companions

had by this time left the water, and in

snswer-to one of 'them .who asked,

«* When are you coming out, Fred? he

replied, * As soon as 1 take, my board

around the wharf, and started to doso,
but by some means, he either lost  his

hold on the board, or else it slipped so

that it gave him no support, and be
went under. The boys on shore did

not realize, for a moment, that young

Davies was in danger, but thought he
was making an attempt at diving.

When he came up the second time,

however, beating the water violently

with his hands, they realized that -he
was drowning, but were 8o paralyzed

with fear that they were unable to give

the alarm immediately. When they

did so; before Mr. Edward Craig, who
was the first to hear the ory for help

arrived on the scene, the drowning boy

had gone down for the last time—the
top of his head hardly showing above
the water as he rose the third time.

Mr, Craig plunged into the water, and

swam to the spot, but being a very

poor diver, he did not go under the
water, and although a number of the
Foundry bands almost immediately fol-
lowed Craig, none were good . divers,
and it was too late for them to be of
service., Oune of the companions of the

deceased, his particular friend, Master
Archie Troop who was in the act of
drawing on his clothes, made & desper-
ate attempt to free himself from them
to go to his friend’s rescue, but his
skin being still wet, he could not easily
get clear of them, and as they hung
about him so as to hamper his move-
ments, he tried to cut them away with
a knife, occasioning a fatal delay. The
news of the sad accident quickly spread
through the town, and a large crowd
was on the spot almost immediately.
Boats and grappling irons were brought
into requisition, to endeavor to recover
the body, but after searching for near

1y an hour, without avail, a net was
stretched across the creele wnear the
mouth, and it was concluded to wait
the falling of the tide. After the tide
was about half way out, the body was
found by a young man who was wading
in the water, and removed to the house
of his stricken relatives. An inquest
was held in the evening by Coroner
Dennison, and a verdiot of * aocidental
drowning'’ returned. Mesters Martyn
Wilkins and Charles Rowans, two of
the companions of the deceased at the
time of the acident, were the only ones
examined.

The deceased was the son of Mr,
Geerge S. Davies of this town, and
grandson of the late Rev. Thomas H.
Davies, Wesleyan Minister, and was
one of the most exemplary young lads
of the place, liked and respected by
all who knew him, and his sad death
has ocoasioned the most universal and
hearifelt sympathy for the bereaved
household, consisting of a large cirole.
The father,the only remaining parent,is
almost heart.broken under the terrible
affliotion he has been now called upon
to bear. The hand of death has borne
very heavily upon his bousehold in past
years, having taken from him- his
wife and four sona; consequently the
last blow, whioh removes his only re~
maining son, is exceptionally hard to
bear. ' 1t is difficult to find suitable
words of comfort in an occasion like
this, but our most heartfelt sympathies
are tendered to the bereaved.

The funeral took place on Sunday
last, and was one of the largest if not
the largest ever #éen in the town. The
hearse was preceded by the full force
of Reed's factory, where the deceased
was employed, marcbing in procession
with ribbons of orape attached to one
arm of each. Another group was form-
ed by the members of the Sunday and
day schools.: The remains were taken
to the Providence Church, where an
impressive funeral sermon was preache
ed by the Rev. Mr. Jost,and afterwards
interred in the publio cemetery.

FOREST FIRES.

On Thursday last forest fires caused
extensive damage along the Bay Shore
at Young's, Phinney’s and Parker's
Coves. From a reliable source, we bave
gatbered full particulars. At Young's
Cove, the fire was said to be first start-
ed some days previous, on the land of
man named Robt. Hardwick, for the
purpose of clearing land, and not being
put out, it smouldered among the
underbrush, and the high wind of
Thurseday, fanning it into & blaze, it
spread with -fearful rapidity. Wm.
Hogan lost a fish-houee, nets, boats and
about 50 bbls, of berring ; Robt. Mills
lost his fish bouse, carpenter’s tools,
fishing gear and about 50 bbls. of her
ring ; John P. Milbury lost his barn
and bay. A ssw mill owned by Messrs.
Hogan end Milbury was also burnt.
The latter lost in addition about $50
worth of personal property. The Hogan
and the Robertson bridges, both large
structures, were also destroyed at thie
place.

At Phinney’s Cove, James Pickett
lost his house and furniture, fish bhouse,
and about 25 barrels of herring.

At Parker's Cove, George Hudson
lost two flsh houses, and about 25 bbls.
of herring ;: Abram Guest a fish house ;
and Alfred Milbury and Allen Stead-
man about 12 cords of cordwood. The
fire at thie place originated on the land
of the chief sufferer—started for clear-
ing purposes.

Several sheep and a large amount of
fencing were also burnt in the different
localities.

The loss auffered is very serious in
the aggregate, and will bear heavily on
the losers.

Robt. Mills’ wife and two ohildren,
were surrounded by the fire, and driv-
en down to & rooky ledge on the shore,

where they were in extreme danger
for about half an hour, the flames rug.
ing within 8 few feet from them-—so
mear that a quantity of beddiog, saved
from the fire, was ignited and had to be
thrown into the water. An attempt was
made by two men in a boat, to take
them away from their perilous position,
bat they could not get near enough to
the ledge, owing to the high sea run.
ning. - Before the fire swept by, Mrs.
Mills and her children almost suffoca-
ted, and the only way in whioh they
could breathe, was by holding their
beads over a small orevice in the ledge,
opening out to the bey through which
a current ol air circulated.

We do not care to condemn the au-
thors of the fires too severely, until
we hear both sides of the stary ; but at
the same time, while it is all right and
proper for 8 me¥n to try and clear up
his land, common sense should teach
him that during the prevalence of a
I?.ng apell of dry weather, a fire once
started among brush with forest Lrees,
dry grass and shrubs on every band is
