A Terrmole Fate.

Prmapsieria, May 21.—A sad railway
accident occurred at Germantown junction
this evening, by which two young and
bright newspaper men lost their lives, they
being horribly crushed and mangled by a
rapidly moving express train, One of the:
leading dealers of the city tendered a May
festival to the children of the city at the
State fair grounds to-day, and it is estimat-
ed that from fitty to sixty thousand persons
were present, Among the newspaper men
who attended the festival in their official
capacity as reporters were J. Wray Shep-
herd, of the Record, E. J, Isaacs, of the
Press, and Thomas H. Blynn, of the Times.
Shortly before six o'clock the trio ‘left tbe
grounds for Germantown junction to take
a train for Broadstreet station. A tunoel
leads under the railway for passengers to
reach the platform for east~bound trains,
and thus avoid tbe danger of crossing the
tracks. +~The three young men, however,
to save a foaw moments’ time, stepped over
the railway and croseed the surface of the
track. Mr, Blyon, who was several yards
in advauce, noticed a train approaching,
and calling to bis companions, apprised
them of their danger, Bhepherd and
Isaacs hastened their steps, when Shepherd
tripped and fell on the track and lsaacs
fell on top of him, Inan instant a fast
New York express had crushed tbhem into
death, their limbs being severed from their
bodies, and they being otherwise terribly
wangled. Shepherd was twenty-four years,
old and bad been engaged on the.Recprd
about one year and Isaacs, who was twenty
years of age, had been with the Press only
about six weeks,

—A terrible holacaust occurred in Paris,
last week, by the burning of the Opera
Comique. The fire originated upon the
stage/and in the panic that ensued scores
of people were crushed and trampled to
death, and mauy were burned alive, The
despatches say :—

Forty bodics, in a terribly mutilated
condition, have been recovered from the
ruivs, The remains are principally
those of ballot girle, choristers and ma-
chinists,

The remains of three men and two wo-
men, found In the stage room, were vic-
tims who had taken refuge there from the
flames. It has been ascertained that many
persons lie in the upper galleries where
escape was exceedingly difficult. The
government propose to close several Paris
theatres because of the deficiency in the
exists, Late this afternoon the bLodies of
eighteen ladics, in full dress, were found
together at the bottom of a stair case lead~
iog from the second story. All had es-
corts to the theatre, but no remains of men
were found anywhere near. The walls ot
the theatre began falling this evening and
search tor bodies was abandoned for one
day. The library attached to the theatre
was destroyed with its contents, including
many valuable scores. BSix thousand cos-
tumes were burned.

Search for bodies was resumed to-night
and a number exhumed. The official
statement says fifty bodies have already
been recovered. M. Reveillon, deputy,
speaking in the chamber of deputies this
afternoon said 156 missing persons had
been inquired for by relatives. The bot-
tom of the theatre was flooded five feet
with water. Sixty bodies were found
floating. It is estimated that 200 persons
lost their lives in the fire, The Opera
Comique was insured for $1,000,000. The
chamber of deputies bave voted a credit of
200 000 francs, for the relief of the sufferers
by five
