Doctors Die as

Recent news from New York furnish us
with an announcement of the death of
Stephen DeWolfe, M. D,, formerly well
known in this county. The deceased gen-
tleman was a great-grand-son, in direct
maternal descent, of the late brigadier-
general Ruggles, and consequently a cousin
of T. D. Ruggles, Q. C., of this town.
He was a son of the late Stephen DeWolfe,
and was born in Wolfville, at the close of
the first quarter of the present century.
After receiving such educational training
as was then deemed necessary to that pur-
pose, he studied medicine in the old Uni-
versity of Peunyslvania, from which he
took his diploma in 1845 or 6, and soon
after began the practice of his profession
in this town. Besides having a large love
for his profession, he possessed many of the
best qualities of a physician, and being am-
bitious to adorn the profession he had
chosen, and the field for the exercise of his
abilities and professional skill being limited
here, after two or three years of fairly sue-
cessful practice, he determined to remove
to New York city and seek his future for-
tunes there. After a somewhat severe and
protracted struggle he succeeded in obtain-
ing the success he coveted. Not many
years after he married a Toronto lady, the
daughter of a leading practioneer in that
city, who brought him some wealth, and by
whom he had several children, who, we be-
lieve, survive him.

Many of our oldest inbabitants will re-
member how popular the doctor was dur-
ing his residence in this town, and will, no
doubt, regret the tidings of his compara-
tively early death.

® Joxorsax Woovnuxy, M. D., who died
a few weeks ago, was a son of the late Jon-
athan Woodbury, M. D., a native of Mass-
achusetts, who, in 1760, became a grantee
in the township of Yarmouth, and some
few years later a resident and practioner
in this county, where his son was born in
1815. Ivisa fact worthy of notice that
the joint lives of father and son cover a
period of 150 years, 130 of which were
spent in this province, and mainly in this
county. In the latter part of last century
his father removed to Wilmot, where he
became a pioneer settler and grantee, and
it was in that township where the late doc-
tor was born. We do not know where he
graduated in his profession, but he prac-
tised in his native place for a number of
years, until failing health compelled him
to retire from the field of active profes-
sional labor. His illness was of long con-
tinuance and finally ended in his decease.
He leaves a widow and several children to
regret the loss of a kind husband and
father, and the general public the departure

of a worthy and useful citizen.
