When a person mates applicaticn to the Deqartment
to have his cattle tested, tor the purpose of ascertaining
whetber aoy of thewm ase atfected with tubescuiosis, a
Government laspecior 1s sent 10 1est, aad all exprcnses
in cornection with this are paid by the Depasniment.
Toe owtier must acsept all responsibility for the scult
of the tesz.  The Government do not order the
dapghier of diveased azimals. No compensation will
te piven in cases where owners staughier of their own
free will  1fany of the animals are fouad to be suder-
iag from the disease they will kave 20 Le isolated and
the abed o corral iu which 1hey aze kepe will be quar-
antiaed. The rwner will then be prohidited from
selling any of thewn or their raw products, dhould ke
desize of bis own free will 0 slaugbier them and dis.
prac cf the carcasses {er food, be wiil have to conscl:
