Asoxa the few changes in the ¢ Dio-
cesan Regulations ” published in our
July number, is one of which church
officers and all laymen should take note,
if they are to be legally qualilied voters
at the Easter and other vestry mect-
ings. It is to be found under sub-head
1., sec. 5. By it all vestrymen must
sign their names as members of the
Church of England and of said congre-
gation in a book kept by the church-
wardens three months before they have a
right to sit and vote.

*Two things not only deserve but
demand our attention.  First, that
England has had more Christian cen-
turies of independence than of sub-
ordination. And secondly, that although
sent as a monk by Gregory, and recciv-
ing afterwards from him the pallium
which declared his own personal allegi-
ance, Augustine’s orders as Bishop
came from Etherius, the Bishop of
Arles,and so wereGallicanand Eastern,
through Polycarp and St. John)—
Bishop Doane (Albany, N.Y.)

In view of the great responsibility resting
upon the Board towards its Missions m both
the Home and Foreign Field, itis necessary
to enlist for its work, by every possible
means, the sympathy and aid of every mem-
ber of the Church, young and old.

1 need not say how essential it is to the
development of Chnstian character that
children should be induced, as carly as pos-
sible, to do ail they can towards the fulfil-
ment of their own daily prayer, “ Thy King-
dom Come.”

The Bishop in England.
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In a letter received from the Bishop,
two days after his arrival on Canadian
soil, are particulars concerning the re-
sults of the work he undertook in Eng-
land for Algoma. Hereis given a large
portion of said letter :—

“ My visit to England has, I consider,
been eminently successful. It was, of
course, a bad year for collections because so
many things were before the public. But,
notwithstanding this, my appeals have re-
sulted in offerings to the amount of about
£400, that is about $2,000—some two-thirds
ot which is to go to the Mission Fund, the
remainder being special.  The Societies
also have responded most gencrously to my
appeals.  The S.P.C.K. granted me fen
scholarships of ten pounds cack, annnally,
Sor the Shingrwanl Home—to relieve the dss-
sion Fund. It also granted me f100 to-
wards the reduilding of the Wawanosh
Home, and, best of all promised £ 7.000, to
form the nucleus of a Aission Endowment
Fund, for sipends of clergy ; 10 be paid—
and this, of course, is the hard part —when
we shall have raised £9,000t0 mectit. The
offer holds good for five years. * * * ¥
Moreover it is payable in instalnents to
meet such portions of the whole amount as
wemay be able to raise within the time
speaified. 1 am not, therefore, without hope
that much maycome of it.
