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To DRILL AND ORNAMENT GLASS.~Glass can be easily drilled with
a steel drill, hardened but not drawn, and drisen at a high velocity,
Holes of any size, from the sixteenth of an inch upward. can be dritled
by using spirits of turpentine as a drip, and easier still by using cam-
phor with the turpeotine. Do not press the glass very hard against the
drills, 1f you desire to ornament glass by turning in a lathe, use a
good mill file and turpentine and camphor drip, and you will find it an
easy matter to produce any shape you choose.

To Temrer DriLts.—Take none but the finest and best steel for
your drills  In making them, never heat thera higher than a cherry
red, and always hammer till nearly cold. Do all your hammeting in
one way, for if you attempt to hammer it back to a square round, after
you have flattened out your piece, you will ruin it. When your drill1s
in proper shape, heat it to a cherry red and thrust it into a piece of
resin, or into mercury. Some use a solution of cyanide of potash and
rain water for tempering their drill, but the resin or mercury will give
better results.

REMEDY FOR FROST BITES.—Watchmakers, jewelers and others are
just as likely to contract any of the ills that human flesh is heir 1o as
other ordinary people, consequently the cold is apt to bite their fingers
or toes. Should this have occurred, bind up the frost bites in very
cold water (snow water is best), using a linen rag, and repeat the
poulticing until the rag no longer heats. Do this before going to bed,
and you will find next morming that the frost bites have disappeared
1f they seem to be obstinate, repeat this poulticing for one or several
evenings. This simple remedy is not so well known as it deserves to be,
and other very barbaric ones are resorted to, such as eatracting the frost
by holding the part affected over the fire, etc.
