T'0 Cor Grnacs 1x ANy Suare.—Mark out on the glass thoe line which
is to be cut, o that it may be easily followed. ‘Thon heat the ond of a
slender glass rod, or of a rat-ail filo, to teduesy in the flame of a gas
lamp, and bring the hot end in coutact with the glass, a little in advanco of
tho crack, exerting u little pressuro.  The sudden oxpausion of the glass by
tho heat communicated to it will cause the crack to jump to tho rod ; advance
tho rod a littlo, and the crack will follow. Iu this way, by moving the hot
aint little by little, the crack can e made to follow it to the lino which it
+« desired to traverse ; and by then following this live the desired result can
bo attained without much difliculty. When it is found that the crack does
uet follow promptly, the rod must be held a fow minutes in the tlame und
agin npplied. Cnte must bo taken not to advanco the hot point too fur at
éach step.  With o littls practico anil the exvrcise of patienco, a cruck may
bo induced to travel anywhere over a glass surface by this simple method,
which is in common use in the laboratory for trimming and utilizing broken
beskers and other glassware which would otherwise bo useless.

To Cunk A Frrox.—A correspondont of the Michigan Farmer says:
¢ I wish to tell those who may sufler from that terrible scourge, felons, of a
nainless remedy thot will elfect a perfect cuvo in twenty-four hours, as I have
1nd occasion to prove within the last threo days. A lady came horo who
had been sullering over two weeks with a felon on the end of her middle fin-
gor. I saturated a picce of wild turnip, the size of a beau, with epirits of
turpentine, aud applied it to the affected part. It relioved the pain at once.
In twelve hours there was a hole to the bone, and the felon was destroyed.
T removed tho turnip and applied healing salve, and the fingor is well,”

To Prevext Irox ot Steet erod Rust.—A method of preventing
iron ot steel from susting is to heat it to a temperatumo of boilivg water and
cover it with a good coat of copal varnish. Let it stand at this temporature
for half au hour or s0, and then rub off tho varnish while hot with a soft
1ag.  The varnish fills the pores of the iron, thus sheltering them 86 as to
Be impervious to moisture.  Another method is to heat the metal so as to
molt beesvax when rubbed upon it, letting it remain, after boing well -rubbed,
unlil it is abouy to harden, and then rub off with & coarse woolen-cloth,

Lirrie Tuings Woktit Kyowixa.—Mauy workingmen met with little
casualties, sprains boing very common. Ifot water is the best thing that can
e uzed to heal a sprain or bruise. Tho wounded part should be placed in
waler as hot as can be borne for fifteen or twenty minutes, and in all ordin.
ary cases the pain will gradually disappear. ot water applied by means of
cloths is a sovereign remedy for neuralgia aud pleurisy pains.  For burns or
gcalds apply cloths well saturated with cool glum water, keeping tho injured
patts covered from the air. )

Porsoxous SoLpeR 15 Caxs.—Dr. Jobhn G. Johnson, having had six
cases of poisoning from. the eating of canned tomatoes, road an excellont
paper on the subject before the New York Medico-Legal Socioty, which
is published in the Sanitarian. 1o concludes, after a carsful roview
of the subject, that : First, these wore not cases of sickness from spoiled
tomatoes ; second, they weio cases of corrosive poisoning from muriate of
zine and muriate of tin: thind, this poisonous amalgam must bo abandoned ;
fourth, oxemplary damages,  at the discretion cf the jury,” will be sustained
by the conrts for this reckless tamporing with human life in using a danger-
ous means when s safe one could be used; fifth, the canners have anly
thomselves to thank for tho prosent panic in their business, for thoy have
persisted-in the use of this dangcious amalgam, knowing it was dangerous;
sixth, overy cap should bo examined, 4nd, if two holes are found in it, sond
it atonco to tho hualth board, with the contents and the name of the grocer
who sold it ; seventh, reject cvery article of canned food that does not show'
the lino of resin around the edgo of tho solder on the cap, the samo as is
soen on tho seam at side of the can; cighth, * standard " or first-class goods
havo not ouly tho namo of the factory, but also that of tho wholesalo houso
which sells them, on the label. “ Seconds,” or Joubtful or *Troprocessed "

00ds, havo a ¢ stock label ” of eome mythical cinning house, but do not

ave tho namo of any wholesals grocer on them  Reject all goods that do
not havo the name of somo wholesalo firni on tho Isbel. A “swell ” or de-
composing can of gocds can always be dotected by pressing in the bottom of
the can; A sound can pressed, will give a solid feel. When gas from the
decomposition of tho food is inside the can, tho tin will rattle by pressing
up the bottom as you displace tho gas in tho tin. Tenth, rejoct overy can that
shows gny rust around the cap ox tho inside of the hoad of the can,
