On 13th June, 1843, T was requested, by her ordinary
medieal attendant, to visit Mrs. +aged 46 3—who has
had bt one child, born upwards of 20 years ago ;—who
has never miscarricd, but has heen liable to hemorrha-
gges, frequently very profuse ; and who, for the last ten
& vears, has suffered from an almost constant bloody dis-
%clmrge from the vagina. She has supposed herself la-
bouring under prolapsus, but has never permitted any

pain in the region of the womb, but occasionally has had
& pain in her back.
1 1 found her suffering rom acute pain coming on atin-
o tervals, and extreme tenderness in theright side of the ah-
4 domen, towands the ilium. where ahard,somewhat move-
5 able tumour, of the siz2 of a grose’s esx, could o casily
felt, which was exceedingly tender.  This she dexeribed
as having existed for several years, being, when first
#perceived, as small as the yolk of an egg, and having
gradually increased.  She stated that whea first noticed,
the wumour was on the right side ; that till very recently
2it was quite moveable, falling from one side to the other
supon change of position. Lt frequently interfered with
mieturition, «nd required to be raised by the hand
gpressed above the pubis, to allow ol emptying the blad-
grder.  No other inconvenience was experienced from its
ressure on that organ.  There was no pain or difliculty
n defecation. There was scarcely any tenderness of the
bdomen, exceptatthe spot occupied by the tumour. The
ulse was softy and of natural strength and frequency,—
kin not hot,—no nausca norvomiting, —bowels had been
reely opened.  She aseribed the inerease of size in the
tnor, which had taken place withina fow days, awd
he pain, 1o having sone in a vehicle about 20 wiles,

pain from the jolting. Tt ix only within two days, how-
ever, that the pains have become violent.

Having requested an examination per vaginam, I found,

Sire—The following case appears to contain points; introducing the finger abont an inch, a firm solid tu-
of interest sufficiently strong to induce me to ofler it ﬁu‘é mour projecting

from the posterior part, and nearly flling
the cavity, 1t was not painful when pressed; nor was it
elastic—the mouth of the womb was felt high upin front
near the espubis, as in a case of retroversion—the lips

finger a considerable way, and some pain was excited
by the introduction. The auterior wall of the uterus felt
thin and wasted, while the posterior was greatly en-
largad and havdened, and had the same feel as the tu-
mour of the vagina, with which it was cvidently conti-
nots.  The inner surface of the os pubis was very ten-
der. The conchisions 1 drew in regard to the case were,
that the ulerus was  organically dixcased, and greatly
enlarged, and that the tumour on the right side was the
ovariunt likewise enlarged, and recently become aflected
with inflammation.

Under this nnpression we determined, for immediate
relief, to apply hot fomentations, and to follow then, as
soon as they could be put on, with leeches, and at the
same time a strong dose of morphine was prescribed. 1
subsequently understood from Dr. ——- that the fomen-
tations had relieved her so much. that the leeches had
not been applied. 1 did not see her again until the 20th,
as she continued to improve, but on that day was in-
formed that the pain had entirely left the right side, and
that the tumour had sabsided very much, while a similar
very painful tumour had suddenly made its appearance
in the coreesponzling portion of the left side.

Oa examination I found a very painful and tender
prominent tumour, with a reddish blush on the skin co-
veriny it, on the left side of the linea alba, the pain being
constant, but much assravated by pressure.  The hard
tumour an the right sde was very easily felt, being with-
out tenderness, and rather lower down than previously.
01 examination per vaginam,—same appearances—no
inerease of tenderness, but stillicidium of blood had ceased
tora day or two past.—the pulse was soff and natural,
i:md there was no heat of <kin.
