St. Hracivras, Sept, 3.—The city of St. Hyacinthe
ir, almost burned down. The fire commenced about
1" o'clock p.m., and a strong wind blowing eastward
fanned the flames from house tohouse until 10 streets
and about a mile in length of the city was consum-
ed ; hotels, banks and churches were burned,” The
Montreal firemen were ' telegrapbed for and re-
sponded to the call. By a special train, which was
placed in readiness for them about 3 p. m,,
by the Grand Trunk Rallway Company, a steam
fire engine and several ‘firemen were 'despatched.

.On their arrival at St, Hyacinthe station thousands

of the inhabitants of the place gathered around the,
fire engine for the purpose of lifting it off the plat-
form ‘car bodily, and it was with diffculty that
they were prevented from doing so. The train
bands and firemen Jost no time in removing the

fire engine, and steam being -on, were directed to
operate upon a large shoe factory, in which about
one hundred hands are employed.” They succeeded
in saving this building and several others, amongst
which was Rev. Mr. Duclog’ Fiench Protestant
school. An aged woman,afterleaving her dwelling
which was on fire, retarned again, it is supposed,

for some hidden treasute, and was burned to death,
In the conmsternation of the inhabitants fleeing

from the flames, with horses and vehicles, scveral
people were knocked down and run aver; one man
had his leg broken and several others were more
or less ipjured. The tavern and hotel-keepers
dealt out ginger ale and intoxicating drinks whilst
flames were coasuming buildings in which they
were. The Insurance Companies will suffer soverely,

. STREETS BURKNED,

The greater part of William, neatly the whole of
Cascade, St. Antoine, Marguerite, du Bord de I'Eau
and St Louis, St. Francois, St. Simon, Mondor, De
la Piete, St. Marje, Concorde nnd Michel. Nearly
all the buildings in those streetsare completely de-
stroyed, and not a vestige of anything remains save
ch_imneys and walls. In nearly all cases these are
ruins. .

The Courrier office will be re-built, and in a fow
days the paper will be re-issued. A press, which the
proprietors endeavored to carry coff, lies in the
street destroyed, nud the power press lies in the
ruins of the building, utterly ruined. The share-
holders have not yet decided where to locate.

L. Page, Chis{ of the St. Hyacinthe Fire Brigade,
was vigilant in the prosecution of his duty, and ar-
rested several persons for stealing. Two of these
worthies name Pouilotte, specially were going into
the business extensively, having appropriated fifteen
barrels of flour, eight or nine bottles of brandy and
several other articles,

A scene of desolation wastobe seen on the Island
when day broke after the fire.  Furniture that had
been left lying in the water by tired men was then

.taken out, and here and therea family huddled to-

gether for mutual comfort. As if the fire had hot
completed the misery of the sufferers ; amisty drizzl-
ing rain pourcl down pitilessly on scores who had
no means of shelter. People moved about in a
dazed Kkind of way, and seemed scarce able to be-
lieve the calamity had occurred whose cffects they
were suffering from. .

PROTISION FOR THUE SUFFERERS,

The Relief Committce held a meeting about noon
and resolved upon a plan of action, Thelarge con.
vent of La Prescotatione, Sister $t. Mark, superio-
ress, is devoted to the reception of the homeless,
and 150 persons were lodged in its apartments up
to 10 o'clack, while applicants were constantly &r-
viving., The fall term of this establishment should
have commenced to-day, but the Sisters decided on
postpening it for anotber fortnight. Mongigneur
Noreau was indefatigable in his exertions, and in
fact the clergy on all sides left nothing undone
that lay in their power., They flocked in from the
surrounding parishes, and when the calamity scem-
ed to have paralyzed the cnergies of the citizens,
they found employment in looking after the victims.
"The Slisters of Charity also were bard at work, and
when our reporter called at the convent of the Pre-
sentatione the Sister Superioress was busy with a
staff of nssistante—peeling potatoes. The large
kitchen of the convent i3 admirably suited for the
mammoth cooking arrangements to be conducted
for the bencfit of the sufferers. The citizen’s Com-~
mittec of Relief received the large quantity of
bread sent from Montreal, and superintended its
delivery. Those who were able and inclined to do
go paid for the bread, while the poor and destitute
were provided with sufficient for their wants,

On receipt of the news that the city of St. Hyacin-
the required assistance and food, Ald. Roy, Acting
Mayor, and Mr. Alfred Perry sent in all directions
to bakers, asking for bread for the sufferers. The
following gentlemen returned prompt answers, and
at about six o'clock aver 1,000 loaves were laid down
in St, Hyacinthe :—Mr. Martineau, 83 loaves; Mr,
Trudean, 84 ; Mr. Lafleur, 100; Mr. Lasalle, 114
Mr, Watt, 50 Mr. Scott, 120; Mr. Desnoyer, 100;
Mr. Smith, 50 ; Messrs. Viau & Frere, 300. The
brend was handed over to the authorities, and by
them sold or given away, as circumstances warrant-
ed, to the citizens. Thosc who were able paid for
the bread, and the poor received it gratis. After
some little delay a meeting of citizens was held,
and it was decided to organize a citizens’ relief
committee, constituted as follows :—G. C. Dessaul-
les, chairman ; Rev. M. Gendrean, Rev, Mr. Gravel,
Rev, N. Decelles, of the Coilege, Rev, Mr. Decelles,
cure, De La Hiller, M, M. P, Bochard, H, Mercier, J.
B, Germnin, V. B, Sicotte, I, Codrette, Dr. Turcotte,
Leon Plamondon, Louis Delorme, Louis Belanger,
Azarie Beauregard, A Ladarante, F, Repaud, J.
Clunette, B. de la Bruere, H. P, 8lanchard, and the
whole Council of St. Hyacinthe, including the
Mayor, G. C. Dessaulles, J. Sabouria, P. Roy,
Joseph Nault, L. Cote, and B. St. Jacques.

The total 1058 cannot be far short of $1,500,000,
and the insurance on this amount will probably
reach about $250,000. Many of the residents are
utterly ruined, and although they did not seem to
actually realize the full extent of the calamity it will
not be many days ere the full appreclation of the
disaster is thrust upon them.

A hopeful feeling seems to exist, however, and
although some of the burned-out storekeepers and
merchauts are of a despondent turn, the prevailing
opinion is in' favor of building the burnt district,
widening the streets, and purchasing a couple of fire
stcam cngines. Thesight of the city at pregent is
not o very encouraging one, the business part ‘of it
being a forest of tall chimneys, and a more thorough-
Iy desolate spectacle is difficult to imagine.

She declined to say where she was
stopping, but Mr, Doutre tracked her to a widow's
house on the west side, where were found the old
lady and three trunks. Mr. Doutre told the ladles
they would either have to be arrested on charge of
defrauding the American Customs or voluntarily
cross the river with him and allow their things to
be searched, After some deliberation, in which
the old lady got angry, they decided to go over to
Prescott, As it it wus nearly midnight the terries
had stopped running, and  very heavy thunder storm
was pouring down rain, However nothing daunted,
Mr Doutre, though not in the best of health, found
out were the captinn of the ferryboat * New York,"
was stopping, woke him up, and arranged for him to
fire up his steamer, and take the ladies and trunks
over to Prescot.
