DOGS, DOCTORS ARD POLICE.

As we are Tie Gremener, we have a perfect vight
to grumble at everything, and wo jntend to exer~
cise that right; but if, unfortunately, the time shounld
ever come when we have everytbing that we have
grambled for, and cvery grievance that we have
grambled against has been removed, why then we'll
grumble at not having auything to gruinble about.

Now, some of our numerous grievances at this

time are, the numbers of dogs, doctors and police-
men in this good ity of Toronto, and the continual
quarrellings in which these respectuble classes are
engnged.  In our streets and our markets, the dogs
frequently meetin fearful conflict; in our snloons and
station-houses, the pulice indulge in bickerings and
conspiracies ; while the doctors, the geutlemen par
cxecllence, ag3ail each other in the theatre and wards
of our Geunera! Iospital.  All three are abominable
nui-ances, and require treatment at our hands; but
the doctors only ave our especial paticuts on this
oceasion.
It i3 a strange circwnstance, and one that is rather
significant, that we have one policeman for ench
doctor in the ¢ity ; and it is curious, that when the
doctors have but little practice, the police sleep on
their arms, and the undertakers look more gloomy
than their waviag plumes. But it is stranger still
that some doctors, who are supposed to visit and
prescribe for the patients in onr General Hospital
every day, should tbeir condition require, absent
themsclves for montbs together from the Institution,
and then, upon resuming their dutics, undertake to
exclude from the wards by force those of their
brethren who should presume to apply  profession-
al abuse” towards them for their negligence anid
cruelty. And it is stranger thaa ever, that the
guardinng of the Charity, knowing (his gross dere-
tiction of duty—and knowing tao, that patients
have been taken into the IMospital uader the care
of one of the honourable gentlemen of the staff,
should pinc there for weeks and die, and be buried
or dissected, witbout haviog been once visited or
prescrived for by the doctor whose patients they
were. Isit any wonder that we grumble when no
medical man c¢an be f.und wbo will perform the
dnties faithfully, and not ¢laim the honor of being
one of the [lo3pital surgeons, it the same Lime that
he is neglecting his patients for three months to-
gether. But wo understand that we are not the
only grumblers about Hospital matters. It is said
n certain oily old gent has grumbled on several oc-
casions this wintor, because a medical school not
many miles from Yorkrille, has not been able to
obtuin n sufficiency of subjects from the Ilospital
for dissection, and is now grumbling because the
Trustees will not allow the patients to be turned
over to the tender mercies of these students, in order
to supply the deficiency. Certuioly, the I'rustees
are very disvbliging, and the medical officers gener-
ally are not so accommodating as they might be.

Uang tho doctlors, say we ! for if the patients in
thie Hospital could get along for throe months with-
out their services, surely they can dispense with
them nltogather ; and if the sick in the Institntion
can do without the doctors entirely, why those ont
of it can do the same,  Scventeen policemen have
just been suspended : the doctora are in excess; a
likke number should be also “strung up.”
