
In 1942, Canada sent ministers'to the U.S.S.R. and China.
During thé var, a single Çanâdiah mînister was accredited
to al'number of elièdgoveriments thëh functioning in
London; Belglum, the Netherlandàlt Czechôàlovakia, Greece.
'Norvay, Polahd and'YùgoslaVia; Canada also received-
minîsters-frot each of-them. -After the liberation of
Fîýance3 this ýininister ffioved te Paris, with the rank of
ambassador. Sèparate missions are now established In
thé capitals of all these countries.

D^lplomatîc'relations vith Latin America were
another-wartî*e development. In 1941., Canàdian légations
