propose further legislation—and he has
indicated this would be in the present session
of parliament—delineating those areas which
would be described, I think, under the legis-
lation now before us, as special areas or spe-
cial incentive areas. The basic purpose of
these changes would be to increase the effec-
tiveness of the incentives used to attract new
industries in disadvantaged areas and to
