Hon. James Richardson (Minister of Sup-
ply and Services): In so far as the Depart-
ment of Supply and Services is concerned:
1. The records of the Department are not
maintained in a manner which would enable
us to readily provide this information. In
order to assemble the information, it would
be necessary to examine about 15,000 con-
tract files.

2. During the past five years there were
two contracts for $50,000,000 and over, which
were awarded to Canadair Ltd. Montreal for
production of the NF-5 and CF-5 aircraft.
The NF-5 aircraft were purchased by Can-
ada for re-sale to the Netherlands govern-
ment.

1. The text of the November 28 speech by
the Minister of Finance was distributed to
government offices, embassies and libraries,
to persons in business and finance and to
other groups and individuals who have asked
to receive speeches by the Minister and an-
nouncements of the Department of Finance.
This follows the normal practice of succes-
sive Ministers of Finance. The speech was
also sent to news media and to Members of
the House of Commons and Senate.

2. Estimated costs of preparation and dis-
tribution for 2,200 English and 300 French
copies was $377.31, including mailing costs.

3. The government assumes that persons
wishing to obtain speeches by Members and
Leaders of Opposition parties have made
arrangements to do so. Facilities are avail-
able to Opposition parties to respond to these
requests.
