Hon. J. Gilles Lamontagne (Minister of National Defence):
I. (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) and (f) Canadian Forces personnel,
with U.S. observers presenit, tested on behaîf of the United
States, torpedoes in an exercise configuration (no explosives)
in each of the years 1977 to 1982. These tests were conducted
at Canadian Forces Maritime Experimental and Test Ranges
(CFMETR), Nanoose, B.C. and are in accordance with a
Canada- United States International Joint Agreement effective
April 14, 1976.

In the winter of 1977/78 tests to determine the effect of
high air density on the projectile trajectories of I 55mm shells
were conducted on behaîf of the United States at the Defence
Proof Engineering Test Establishment (PETE) at Nicolet,
Que.
