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Government Orders

CARBON DIOXIDE EMISSIONS

Mr. Ross Harvey (Edmonton East): Mr. Speaker, I
have a question for the Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources.

The government has stated that it intends to stabilize
Canadian carbon dioxide emissions at their 1990 levels by
the year 2000. However, on Monday, speaking to a
meeting of the Canadian Coal Association, energy stand-
ing committee chairman AI Johnson said: "This is an
impossible goal".

My question is: Was Mr. Johnson's statement a signal
from the government? Is the government abandoning
even its wishy-washy capping goal? Or is the chairman of
the standing committee simply personally repudiating his
government's policy?

Hon. Jake Epp (Minister of Energy, Mines and Re.
sources): Mr. Speaker, as they say: "none of the above"
as to the options the hon. member put in his question.

The hon. member should know, and he and I have
discussed this in committee before, that it is Canada's
policy to stabilize greenhouse gas emissions by the year
2000. We are working on moving that toward a signature
for Brazil in 1992. There are obviously great differences
internationally as to how stabilization can be effected. I
can give him, for example, the European proposal or the
American proposal where they include CFCs and where
Canada has not.

If we exclude some of those issues then for Canada it
makes it much more difficult to meet some of the criteria
that other countries have given themselves and for which
they are given credit. When we look behind the veil, so
to speak, it is not the same as it appears.
