cerning Forest Reserves. One is the corol-
lary of the other. The policy followed by
Hon. Mr. Turgeon is certainly one from which
the Limit Holders of this Province will de-
rive great benefit, and the great energy. that
he has displayed in dealing with these many
questions of prime importance to the Limit
Holders, should be a sufficient guarantee to
assure the Secretary of the Limit Holders’ As-
sociation that the Government is not con-
templating any scheme to rob the Limit Hold-
ers of their rights.

As for myself; the remaks that I made
were published at the time and they were sim- {
ply the corroboration of the Minister's plans.
It is true that I made certain suggestions,
which I hope will be carried out. I sincere-
ly hope, for instance, as I stated in my re-
marks, that the Limit Holder will be given
ample time to take his wood away, for which ‘
he has paid and to which he is entitled, when
a Reserve will be created. It is an act of jus-

tice, of equity, and any man who pays for any-
thing should receive its just value in return.
