plained ‘to the house committee on riv-
m and harbors to-day by a delegation
representing the Niagara County Irri-
gation and Water Supply, Company.
To accomplish the suggestions made

the pending Burton Bill, which the
committee is considering. This bill pro-
vides that no additionai water shall be
taken from the river for power or other
urposes and no additional power shall

allowed to come in from the Cana-
dian side. The company repre%ented
has a state charter, authorizing it to
take .an unlimited quantity of water
from the river, for the development of
pawer. - This charter hss just been ap-
proved by the state courts, and the
company has already expended some-
thing like half a million dollars in the
erection of its plant and the consiruc-
tion of a canal. The plant is not com-
pleted and the passage of the Burton
Bill would cut the company off from
any use of the river.

A Sentimental Purpose.

It was pointed out te the committee
by Attorney J. H. Henson that federal
jurisdiction over navigable streams was
given by the constitution only for the
purpose of preserving their navigabil-
ity.  The Burton Bill had for its objsct
the avowed sentimental purposes of
preserving Niagara Falls, and in his
opinion would not be upheld by ithe
courts.

H. L. Cooper, in chargs of the engin-
eering features of the new plant, ore-
sented a plan which he said could be
easily accomplished and which would
not only preserve; but increase the
amount of water going over the Amer-
fcan side of the falls and would also
permit the use of such water as his
company would need in carrying out
its plans.’ This plan was to lower the
bed of the river for a short distance
above the falls. This would draw the
water from the Canadian side. He ex-
plained there could be no objection to
this, as the original treaty, now  in
force, provides for an' equal division
of the water, 'and it was well. known,
he said, that at ‘present’ the Canadian
side obtained greatly over half the
flow.

A

The FPosstbilities.

Engineer M. A. Viel also connected
with the company, explained that while
his company had a right to unlimited
use of the water, it contemplated using
but 17.000 cubic feet per second. From
this 450,000 horse power could be de-
veloped. Industries which would de-
pend on 'this power, he said. would fur-
228,000 men and
give this section of the state an added
population "of 1,140.000 people and yield
in gross annual products 514,000,000. The
ifncome from the farms of the state, he
sd4id, was but 40 per cent. of this am-
ount.” Another reason also was ada-
vanced why the contemplated plant
should be allowed completion: to de-
velop the power the company will have
to construct a canal, which for half its
distance  would parallel the nrop-sed
deep waterways canal from La 3alle
to Lewiston. "The company’s canal,
said the witness, could be utilized for
navigation for this distance and would
save .'the government $2,000,000 in the
construction of this canal. The devel-
opment of this power would save the
ecoal supply of the country to the extent
of three million tons 'a year.

Cannda’s Future Depenis.

Reference was made to the plans of
Canada with reference to the use of the
waters of Niagara River. Lord Keivin
was gquoted as saying that tho future
development of the Dominion devended
largelr on the power to h> ~“>veloped
from this waterway.
