BERLIN, July 5 via London.—Ad-
miral Oscar von Truppel, at one time

glvernor of Kiaochau, 'the German
concession in the Chinese Province of
Shantung, captured in November by
the Japanese, contributes @an article
today to Der Tag, warning his com-
patriots not to under-estimate the
danger of a breach with the | United
Etates, and asking them tp weigh
seriously the question whether the
value of Germany’s submarine war-
fare against British commerce is great
engugh to justify a continuance of its
present form at the expense of a rup-
ture with the trans-Atlantie nation,
Serious For Germany.
Admiral von Truppel writes:
“A German-American war, or even
a.rupture of diplomatic relations, the
effect of which would virtually be as
gréat, woull injure German prospects
more seriously than many believe.
Altho America at first would be able
to contribute little to the military
strength of the entente allies except
by an acceleration of the munitions
supply, it could in time co-operate
with considerable land and sea forces
and with first-class submarines. and
aeroplanes in the complete isolation
of Germany. It also could exercise
such pressure upon the few remaining
neutral countries that they would pro-
hably be arrayed actively or passive-
ly in the. ranks of our enemjes.”
U. 8. Sympathy With Britain.
Admiral von Truppel discounts the
stories of earlier existing American
agreements with Great Britain against
Germany. - “But it is undeniable,” he
says, “in spite of President Wilson’s
Junquestionable -lesire to reach a
peaceful solution of the problems, that
the sympathies of a majority of Am-
ericans are on the side of England,
and that only a spark might be neces-

sary, umder certain conditions, to
kindle this feeling into a hostile out-
break.”

The kernel of the problem, from a
German standpoint, concludes Admi-
ral von Truppel, is contained in this
question:

Can we hope, 80 far as we are able
to foresee, to force England to its
knees thru submarine warfare against
her comrmerce? 7

“If the answer is in the negative,
Cur submarines can find better em-
ployment against hostile
particularly in the hunting
of the Mediterranean, the Darianelles
and the Suez Canal.
