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of file wealth of the country w'e are divest-
ing ourselves of. The question of represen-
fation in the maritime provinces as bearlng
on thle increased territory is also a great
ilardship to us. I tell thle government that
if tiley want f0 adilere f0 the terms of con-
federaflon and to maintain Quebec as thle
pivotai province on whicil representation Is
based thle proper tiling to do in arriving at
the basis of representation is to tiale the
province of Quebec as If stood at confeder-
ation. I fhlnk the Prime Minister will agree
wifil me that tihat would be a fair proposi-
tion. We came into confederation on tile
uaderstanding tlaf file basis of represenfa-
tion would be on Quebec as If tilen stood
and not on fihe population you would give f0
Quebec by adding filousands of square miles
of terrifory. After wilat lias been said ilere
to-day fthe goverament silould hold tileir
band ; find ouf wilat these lands are worth
and find out what we silould get in refurn
for filese lands for wilici thle wilole Do-
minion of Canada paid. Is It rigilt flaf tuls
territory silould be thrown away witilout
our knowing wilaf its value Is?

Mr. FOSTE R. Can the Prime Minister
now stafe fthe area tilat will be added to
fthe province of Onfario?

Sir WILFRID LAURIER. I canaot finti
If ln My notes, but I am pretty sure it Is
about 140,000 square muiles.

Hon. WM. PUGSLEY (Minlister of Public
Works). Mr. Speaker, 1 deem It my duty
f0 make a few remarks to the House Àn
consequence of my bon. friend the member
for York, N.B. (Mr. Crocket) having quoted
some remarks wilicil I mnade wihlle I was a
member of file legisiature andi of tile gov-
erament of New Brunswick. 1 stateti at
tilat fime, tilat in my opinion fthe boun-
daries of file province of Quebec ilat been
enlarged pursuant f0 the provisions of fhe
statute of 1871. 1 fiik filere eau be no
doulit whafever filat file norfilern boua-
dary of the province of Quebec at file
fime of coufederafion. was fthe biegilt of
land separnfing the waters which flowed
into file Sf. Lawrence froni tfie waters
wilich flowed Into Hudson bay. That Is
very clear from tile treafty willcil was madie
befween Great Brifain and France. Under
that treafy file land which was watered by
file rivers flowing into Hudson bay remain-
ed under file jurisdicfion of tile Hudson
Bay Company, wille file land wilci was
watered by file rivers flowing fowartis file
Sf. Lawrence wvas given over to France.
Tilere cau be no doubt wbatever filet thle
boundary uine was the ileigilt of land. If 1
am correct la filaf, as I think I clearly
establisiled before file New Brunswick
legislafure, there is, f0 'My mlnd, no ques-
tion but that file territory wblcil was de-
fined as helonging f0 file province of Que-
bec la 1896 was new ferritory, andtb iaf
tilerefore file boundarles of Quebec were

enlarged beyond wilaf fiey were at file
f ime of confederation. I argued then, anti
I mainfain now-as, of course, my own
individual opialon-that la fixing file nuni-
ber of represenfatives at 65 from the pro-
vince of Quehec, the province was taken fis,
ft existeti at file time of thle union. I liadt

f0 do wvitil file carrying of file question of
represeatation 'f file Judicilai Commiffee
oie fie Privy Council ;but I niay say tbnt
New Brunswick titi iot lose ifs represel-
fation by reason of any question *will
arose w itil regard f0 file atideti territory.
There was no sncb pop)ulation la file atited
tcrrifory as m-ould alter file representaf Ion,
but wve 10sf by reason of ftle addition f0,
Canada of the new ferritory wbicil is now
fie provinces of Manifoba, Saskafchewan
and Alblerta. If was tuie rapidly increasing
population of filose sections of file Do-
ininion wili preventedth ie province of
New Brunswick from retaining the repre-
senfation wilici If had affile tilen lasf pre-
ceding census.

Having made these remarks, Mr. Speak-
er, I desire fo say fliat, as I understand if,
there is nofhing la the resolution now be-
fore file House %vlieh la any way conmfs,
file House upon tile question of represenfa-
fion. Tile terms upon wvilehi the bounldarieti
0f Quebec slial be enlarged. arc left openî,
to be faken up between file government of
Canada andth ie goverament of Quebec.
My riglif hion. frien th ie Prime Mînîster
bas stateti thaf tils goverament wilI feel if
f0 be ifs duty f0 make a represenfation f0,
the governiment of thle province of Quebee
on file subject of representaf ion.

Mr. CROCRET. Migilf I ask file hion.
rninisfdr a question? Are îlot file terins
statedti f be sucil ferms as may be agreed
upon by thus pariameut and file legisiature
of Quebec ?

Mr. PUGSLEY. Quife so.

Mr. CROOKET. Tilere is no provision
for safeguarding file iaferests of other pro-
vinces affecteti. I would like also to cali
thle nîinister's attention f0 and gef bis
opinion upon section 3 of file Acf of 1871,
wviec says:

The parliament of Canada may from tixne
fo fime, with file consent of file legislafure of
any province of the sait Dominion, increase,
diminish or otherwise alter file limifs of snch
province upon suoli termis and conditions as
may be agreed to by the said legisiafare, and
may, wifl file like consent, make provision
respecting thle effect and operation of any
sucil increase or diminution or aiteration ùf
territory in relation to any province affecteti
thereby.

If seems f0 mie thiat filere siloult be some
provision made la tuisresolufion wltil re-
spect to thaf because, If fils resolution
passes, If wiii be teclareti ns file opinion ef
fuis parliament filat if is expedient f0 ex-
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
