'Declines';to Kill Himself to Save the
Expense of His Execution.

H@e Says He is Glaid That the Jury Did Not
Pisagree—Denles That He Made a Con-
fesston—Mrs. Nack Much Affected Over
the _énvletlon of Thormn and Very
AuxI:.-l Now About Mer Own Case.

New York, Dec. 1.—The Herald this
morning says: Martin Thorn, who sat
in his wcell last evening, sneering and
defiant,’ talked of the time when he was

to be sent awuy as though his exe:u-
tion was anerely a bawber's Sunday af-
ternoon: off.

“I am glad,” he said, “that the jury
didn't disagree. I would rather have
a verdict of murder in the
first degree than to have them disag:ee
or to give a verdict in any other de-
gree, 1 want either acquittal or a ves-
dict in: the first degree.

“I wish to deny,” he continued, “that
1 confessed to anybody, aftér the giving
of the ‘verdict, that Mrs. Nack's version
was the ecorrect one. Everything hap-
pened just as I told it on the stand.”

He showed a trace of feeling w
Mrs. Nack was referred to. “It doesa’t
make any difference to me,” he said,
“what they do with her. They can do
what they please. You heedn’t trouble
yourself about me trying to commit sui-
cide,” he continued. “*I am not going
to do anything to save the county or the
state the expense of killing me. 1’1
make the state pay for its trouble.
That's what I mean.” "

Mrs. Nack Affected.

A guard is kept in the cell with Mar-
tin Thorn constantly, while another
guand sits outside the cell door. The
convicted man will be sentenced on Fri-
day mbrning and will at once be re-
moved to Sing Sing. .

Mrs. Nack is evidently much affected
by the conviction of Thorn. When she
first heard of the verdict she wept and
expressed sorrow for her former lover.
She is more inclined to forgive Thorn
for trying to swear her Jife away . thun
he is_ disposed to forgive her for con-
fessing that he com ttegd the .eripe.
Thorn h#s an impressionthat if Mrs.
Nack had kept quiet the state would
not have been able 40 make out such
a strong case against him.

Mrs. Nack is now very anxious 2bout
her own case. District Attorney Weller
has -not announced just what he pro-
poses to do, but says he will take 10
action regarding Mrs. Nack until after
Thorn is sentenced. It is wunderstood
she will be arraigned in court next we2i,
when her counsel will enter a plea of
guilty of manskughter in the first ae-
gree, and the Distriet Attorney will
accept this. In doing this, Mr. Youngs
will recognize Mrs. Nack's action in
turning state’s evidence at the first trial.
Mrs. Nack may be sentenced to 20
years’ imprisonment.

Lawyer Howe to-day denies, in strong
terms. the statement that Thorn, after
his conviction yesterday, confessed to
the killing and cutting up of Gulden-
snppe. Mr. Howe placed the responsi-
bility for the alleged false report upon
Sheriff Doht. Mr. Howe reiterated his
belief that the” Court of Appeals would
reverse the verdict.

At noon to-day Capt. Methven was
seen at the Queen’s County Jail, and
he made this statement: )

“There are some discrepancies in the
published report of Thorn’s confession,
but the main facts remain unchange-l.
'Thorn made part of the confessioa to
me and part of the confession to Shariff
Doht. Since I have talked with Sheriff
Doht regarding the matter, I do- mot
see that there is anything for me 1o
say. Ifrom what Sheriff Doht told me
1 ‘can truthfully say that Thorn con-
fessed that he killed Guldensuppe.”
