NEW AUTOMATIC PISTOL,

A Novel Weapon is Now Being
Manufactured in the United
States.

Hartford, Aug. 24,—The Colt Patent Fire
Arms Co..of this city have commenced the
manufacture of a new and novel arm In
the shape of an automatic pistol that bids
fair to- revolutionlze this form of weapon,
This pistol is of 38 ealibre, and a special
rimless cartridge, with a jucketed bullet,
having a penetration of 11 inches in nﬁne,
with a_yelocity of about 1300 feet per sec-
ond, Is used.

Holiday Quiet Notable at Easterm
Centres—Railway Earnings
Heavy.

New York, Aug. 24.—Bradstreet’s to-mor-
row will say : Contrary trade currents
still give an appearance of irregularity to
the entire situation, but good and unfavor-
able Influences conspire to bring about a
sort of balance which accords well with
the weather conditions, and the particuiar
season of the year,

In the iron trade, the corner has appar-
ently been turned for the better, and there
is a perceptible improvement in the jobbing
demand at leading western markets, I’rices,
tod, are stendy, what few decreases are
noted being largely due to improved crop
conditions, principally of corn and cotton,

Chief among the advances of the weeck has
been wheat, which has reflected the freost
buying for weeks past. b

In the list of unfavorable features, holl-
day quiet in many lines is notable at the
large eastern centres, altho some improve-
ment in drygoods jobbing.lg reported at
several points. The dulness In general
speculation is marked, stocks and food pro-
ducts belng very Inactive. Haw wool is
quiet, and the manufacturers are buying
only to fill orders actually booked. Kaw
cotton I8 at a deadlock, erop uncertainties
and extremely small supplles being bal-
anced by the less favorable outlook for the
manufactuged goods, Falling off. in traffie
of leading eastern roads fs noted, but cer-
tainly nothing of this is reflected iIn the

rosg earnings of leading rallroads of the
second week of August. .

The improved tone and enlm’ ed buying
of Iron and steel noted a week ago has
contipued, and has been broadened this
week by a bhetter demand for the crnaar
forms, largely pig metal, which has moved
In greater volume at western centres. at
Philadelphia and at Birmingham, Much
of this business has unquestionably been
done at low prices, but this is preferrcd
to a shut-down by many, tho the latter
tendency is reported still operative. Some
reaction froln late low prices of bars aad
sheets I8 reported, and Pittsburg quotations
of bars are 1.10 cents, with 1.25 cents pre-
dicted. There Is a better business doing
in hardware at several markets west and
east, tho, It Is cialmed, In some instances
at the expense of prices,
