Dr. Beattie Nesbitt's mayoralty
campaign received’ an undoubted im-
Petus by his meeting in St. George's
Hall on Saturday night, when a gatn-
-ering of several hundred electors gave

the candidate an enthusiastic greeting
and liberally applauded his sentiments
on the power question. The hall was
crowded to overflowing, and in the
absence of verbal ‘interruptions, save
for the approving comments of Poet
Sabine, it was to be taken for grant-
ed that the doctor was in the presence
of a solid body of friends.

While it was a pro-Nesbitt meeting,
it was also quite as oonspicuously a
pro-power bylaw meeting. The candi-
date devoted practically the entirety
of a half-hour speech to the theme of
cheap power, intimating at the close
that, while there were other matters,
such as the viaduct, civie finances, and
parks management to consider, they
were only ‘‘questions,” every plank in
his platform being “pass the power
bylaw.”” The {teration and reitera-
tion of the sentence evoked much
enthusiasm. 5 ¢

ed to the platform, among others.

The man who has to buy
at exorbitant prices from the Penns¥yl-
vania coal barons and produce steam
power from coal, eannot hope to com-
pete with the man who can get cheap
electric power from the waterfalls of
Ontario. =~ 2

‘“Now, what has been done to save
the le from the handicap that The
Globe says they are under?

“It is Jargely due to my own initiative
and efforts that the cheap power policy
became a plank in the platform of the
Conservative party. This poiicy was
first put forth by myself in the cam-
paign of 1902, and in that campaign I

the legislature who gave a complete
and . -explicit - demonstration of the
course that should be taken by a gov-
ernment and the benefits it would con-
fer on the people. (Applause.)

For Public Ownership.

“Speaking in old St. Paul's Hall in
1902, I gave the history of long-distance
transmission from the original plant of
Tesla at the Frankfort Exposition,
where power was transmitted 110 mfles,
to theé then most recent plant in Cali-
fornia, where power was transmitted
240 miles./ I appealed to the people and
the government on that occasion to
take up the long-distince lines as part
of a governmental policy. I pointed out
that while they would have competi=
tion between the different companies to
supply the larger amount of electricity
needed, there could be no competition
if the transmission line was in the
hands of one corporation. My plea
was then, and my plea is to-day, to
have the government at the switch,
and not the corporations .(Applause.)

“What is the question to-day on
which you are asked to vote. The
government, thru ' the hydro-electric
commission, have made arrangements
to build transmission lines and deliver
pPower on the: outskirts of Torontq, and
to every municipality on the line, at
the lowest possible cost. The first
charge on every undertaking is the in-
terest or the dividends on the amount
of money invested. Under government
control, the first charge will be for the
actual money that goes into the con-
struction of the plant, without one
cent of watered stock or one cent of
graft. The first charge will be the ac-
tual cost of money at 3 1-2 per cent.,
the lowest rate at which money can be
had, with the credit of the whole Pro-
vince of Ontario behind the bonds.
This means 3 1-2 per cent. to 4 per cent.
against what? Apgaingt the generous
offer of the Electric Light Co. that you
should pay 10 per cent. on their bonds
and watered stock.

. Counting the Cost.

‘“The opponents of the power bylaw
ask you what is going to be the cost
of electric power. You know the gov-
ernment has guaranteed to lay the
ecurrent down at the limits of the city,
ready to pass Into the wires, at $17.50
a horse power. I would ask you, as a
thinking people, if you had the pro-
mise of Adam Beck and the govern-
ment, and the promise of the Electric
Light Co., whose promise would you
take? (Cheers.) We know, then, what
the cost is to be.

““The next question is that of distri-
bution.- We have the word of gov-
ernment experts, men<.of the highest
electrical engineering ability, that a
distribution plant can be laid down in
Toronto, with underground wires to
serve a larger area than the Electric
Light Co. is serving to-day, on an out-
side cost of $2,750,000. There will be no
water in this stock. For every dollar
invested the citizens will get a dollar
in return. The money on the. invest-
ment will .be borrowed on Toronto's
credit (and. there is no higher credit
in any city in this Dominion), at not
more than 3 1-2 or 4 per cent. Why
pay 10 per cent. to the Electric Light
Company? They say to you,
‘How is the city gain.  to
serve you .with electricity cheaper
than the company? I say to you, ‘Can
a company earning 10 per cent. for its
shareholders serve you as cheaply as a
city, when it pays only 5 per cent?

“As regards the cost of this plant,
the figures we have from the govern-
ment ‘experts are figures as reliable
as can he procured by any electric
light company in the Dominion of Can-
ada to-day.

“Then they ask us, ‘What about
Parkdale, Brockton, Kew Beach, and

plans for the city’s plant cover a larger
area of underground transmissions
than the Electric Light Co.s plant
does to-day. 32
In the Outlying Districts.

"Then as far % the outlying dlstricts
are concerned ‘all you have to do is
tn run the wires along the poles down
the streets from the outside of the
city and have the current dellvered at
the doors of all the. people just as
cheaply as they do in Gravenhurst,
Orillia and Bracebridge. And these
lines can bej extended as fast ag the
people require them. The next ques-
tion asked us is, “What priceg will
the consumer have ‘to pay?” The
government guarantee that under this
gystem the cost to consumers of 200
horse-power will not exceed $19.50 a
horse-power, and to other consumers
at rates proportionately low. The op-
ponents of the bylaw say they want
explicit figures. They have twenty
different figures themselves for their
consumers, and In every case their
figures are as high as the traffic will
stand. - (Applause.) In‘ the city’s
case the flgures will be as low as can
be economiecally ® given.
