BEATENBY BANDITS
IN MONTREAL HOTEL

Vietim in Hospital, Will Not
Give Names, But Says
He Will Get Even.

Montreal, Jan. 25.—Attacked in his
room at the Ritz-Carlton Hotel short-
ly before noon today, Samuel Rosen,
thirty years of age, of Pittsburg, Pa.,
was beaten on the head with revol-
ver butts by two bandits and suffer-
ed a fractured skull. 'He is now in
the Royal Victoria Hospital -here in
a critical .condition,

The two men robbed Rosen of $60
and made their escape, despite the
efforts of two of the hotel employes.
Up to a late hour tonight they had
not been captured, tho detectives are
scouring the city for them.

Rosen, when questioned, said he
knew the names of the bandits, but
refused to disclose them, saying:
“Never mind, I'll get even.” Later he
made a sworn statement saying the
men were from the United States,
but still refusing .to W ivulge their
names.

WATCHING CLOSELY
FOR UNDESIRABLES

Keeping Flood of Aliens
From Canada.

Ottawa, Jan. 25.—(Special).—Only
the strictest enforcement of our immi-
gration laws is preventing Canada
from being flooded with Europeans
fleeing from the poverty and desola-
tion of that continent. - Both in Europe
and at Canadian ports the immigration
authorities are on the alert to prevent
the entrance of undesirables into Can-
ada.

For the eight months ending No-
vember, 120,000 immigrants entered
Canadian ports as against 91,000 for
the same period in 1919, From Central
Europe came 17,669, an increase of
nearly 10,000 for the period; from
Great- Britain 65,000, an increase of
18,000; - and from 'the United States
87,970, a decrease of one thousand.
The immigrants are of two classes:
those who*are coming to join heads
of families, and refuges from the war
areas. Many are passing thru Can-
ada to the United States, and of these
in November there were four thousand.

Stringent Regulations.

The immigration regulations are
very stringent, requiring those desir-
ing admittance to be physically fit
and if artisans or laborers, to have
in their poseession at least $250. For-

mer alien enemies are still barred.
Then the prospective citizens must
pass 2 literacy test and arrive in Can-
ada by a direct route and continuous
voyage.

The most held for deportation at
any time has teen 800. The govern-
ment cannot prevent Europeans sail-
ing for Canada, but they have placed
special officers at European ports to
advise intending settlers of the con-
ditions of entry, and to see as far as
possible that only the fit and quali-
fled arrive here. It is anticipated that
there will be an even stronger' flow
of European immigration to Canada.

URGE BETTER REGULATION
OF COAL AND MATERIALS

London, Jan. 25.—The miners’ inter-
national congress today passed a reso-
lution Ttased on reports of German
delegates, appealing to the supreme
council in Paris 4o take action for more
closely relating the supply of and de-
mand for coal and raw materials thru-
out Europe. The resolution also called
upon miners in every country to sup-
press overtime.

MAYOR'S ATTITUDE
CAME AS SURPRISE

Regarding Two-Cent Fare on
Metropolitan, Says
Banton.

NORTH TORONTO

The attitude of Mayor Church in re-
ceiving the deputation from North To-
ronto, on Monday, reganding a two-cent
fare on the Metropolitan car ll_ne came
as a distinct surprise to the members
of the Mt. Pleasant Ratepayers’ Asso-
ciation. Speaking to. The World last
night, Mr. T. Banton, president of the
aszociation, said thst the general trend
of the mayor's remarks were distinctly
hostile to North Toronto having a two-
cent fare within a short time.

“And this in spite of the assurance
of the mayor, the members of the board
of control and the aldermanic candidates
in the recent election,” said Mr, Ban-
ton, ‘“that in the event of the big
electric power deal heing endorsed and

ratified by the people that it would give
to North Toronto the civic car fare on
the Metropolilan railway within a few
weeks at least, and that it would not
necessarily mean that it would be  held
over until such time as the last docu-
ment woul@ be signed, sealed and de-
livered. North Toronto takes the viaw
that the ratification of the power agree-
ment, in effect, dating, as it does. from
December 1st, constitutes the old Metro-
politan line into a <ivic line and there-
fore the people of North Toronto are, in
justice, entitled to the accepance of a
clvic car systcm, the same as on the
rest of the civic lines. It would seem
thus,” saild Mr. Banton, in conclusion,
“that it is simply a matter of book-
keeping hy which an adjustment of the
fares collected can be made by the
city, and the company at any time after
the completion of the contract.”

At last night's meeting of the Mt.
Pleasant g#Ratepayers’ Association = the
matter was disctiissed at length, and it
was decided to ‘Invité the mayor, the
members of the board of ¢ontro] and
the aldermen for wards 2 and 3 to at-
tend a public meeting, to.be called at
an early date in North Tofonto, to ex-
plain what legal .difficulties thers may
be, if any, to the immediate adoption

of the civic car fare system for North
Toronto.

The gas company is now laying a 10-
inch main on the west side of Mount Plea-
sant road morth from Balliol street. This
will be extended to as far north as Eglin-
ton avenue, where it will connect with the
existing maln,

The last house standing on the pProposed
route of the car lne ‘on Mount Pleasant
road between Balllol street and Davisville
avenue, on the west side, has now BHeen
removed. Property Commissioner Chisholm
has notified the executive o&f the Mount
Pleasant Ratepayers’ Assoclation that he
will investigate the advisability of instal-
ing lights on Mount Plea’ant road between
Morton street and Moors Park, and also
on Cleveland, between Merton street and
Balliol street.

The works depmrtment has now finished
installing the new water service pipes on
Merton street, east of Mount Pleasant road.
