An inquiry into, the cause or ceath of
Mrs. Howatt, wife of Wm. Howatt, of
the McAuliffe  Steck .Company, -and who
died here in the General Public Hospital
at. the beginning of the present month,
was begun before Coroner Berryman last
night, and will be continued tomorrow af-
. ternoon at 5 o’clock, when Mr. Howatt‘
and Mrs. Jere McAuliffe will give evi-
dence.

Dr. Barry told about being cailed in to
kec Mrs. Howatt on Jan. 3 and found her
lying unconscious on a bed upstairs. He

_was told' that she had been taking three
or four pills a day for a certain purpoee.
He was shown by one of the women in!

the house a box with one pill in it. These |

Davis & Co. There was on the box the
name of a druggist in the city. The next
morning the patient was in a bad condi-
tion and he ordered her to the hospital.

Photograph—Killed ‘at Kim-
berly.

The remarkable story of a “spirit pho-
tggraph’.’ is contained in an article en-
titled, “ng I know that the Dead Re-
Lfurn,” written by ' W. T.. Stead in. .the
Fortnightly Review. st

“The supreme test of an authentic spirit

photograph,” he says, “is that a plainly
recognizable portrait of . a dead person
shall be obtained by a photographer who
knows nothing whatever of the existence
of ‘such a person, and that no visible form
ghall be seen by the sitter in front of the
camera. .

The photographer who makes these pho-
tographs of the invisible for him~is an
old' and rather illiterate man, Mr. Stead
says, to whom this fatulty, was at one time
a serious hindrance to *his photographic
business. He 1s a clairvoyant and clairau-
dient. L i |

During the war in South Africa the
spirit: of an-old Boer entered this mans
studio with Mr. Stead and a companion.
Mr, Stead sat down in front of the cam-
era, ’nnd an exposure was made. ' '
