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CONSTITUTION.

ArticLE L.
This Snciety shall be called * The Halifax Visiting Dispensary.”
IT.

The object of this Society shall be to provide and furnish
medical and surgical aid, and medicines, to such persons as may
be in need thereof, and unable, by reason of poverty, to procure
the same,

I11.

Any person paying annually the sum of Four Dollars shall be
& member of the Society, and a subscription of Forty Dollars
constitutes a member for life,

V.

It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings
to enforce the Constitution and By-Laws, and to call special
meetings when required. In his absence one of the Vice-Presidents
shall perform these duties,

The duty of the Secretary shall be to collect all subseriptions
and dues to the Society, to pay over all monies received by him to
the Treasurer, and report to the Directors annually, or as often as
they may require it, and keep reports of all meetings. Also to give
notice of the same, examine accounts, and conduct correspondencs
as may be !'l’llllil'('ll.

The duty of the Treasurer shall be to receive all monies payable
to the Society, to keep ail financial accounts, and make payments
as directed by the President and Secretary.

There shall be a Board of Consulting Physicians, composed of
five members,

A code of By-Laws shall be appended to the Constitution,
embodying necessary details,

IX.

A general meeting of the Society shall be held annually on the
second Monday in January, ac which the President and Directors
shall submit a Report of the proceedings of the previous year, and
a Board of Directors for the ensuing year saall be appointed.
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This Constitution shall not be altered, except by a vote of two-

thirds of the members present, and not unless one month’s notice

shall be given to the Society, through the Secretary, of the
proposed alteration,
