1S FOUND IN NIGERIA

Marks New Epoch in the Develop-
ment of West Alrica

London, July 8—At the annual meet-

|ing of Elder, Dempster and Company, |’

Sir Owen Philipps remarked ‘that the
discovery of coal at' Udi in southern

Nigeria, marked a new and most import-
ant epoch in the history of West Africa.

It renders possible many industrial de-,

velopments in that
country. i

This announcement comes as a wel-
come surprise, for the full secret of the
Udi coalfield has been well kept. The
discovery was made in the course of the
mineral survey of Southern Nigeria,
which was associated with the Imperial
Institute. Following on the very fav-
orable report of the Imperial Institute,

still _little-known

steps were taken by the government to.

work the field, which is no longer in the
experimental stage. Ten thougand tons
of the coal have in fact already been
mined and stacked ready for use. The
coal-fleld is in immediate proximity to
the new Nigerian Eastern Railway from
Port Harcourt, whence the distance is
only 150 miles, and when this line is
opened for traffic—some time this year—
transport can begin at once, and the coal
be at the service of the whole of Nigeria.

Many specimens of Udi coal have been
verv fully examined and the fuel value
definitely determined at the Imperial In-
stitute. Though not eaual in quality to
Welsh steam coil, it is much better than
many varieties which are now being
mined all over the world. If has been
subjected to exhaustive trials on the
Nigerian railways, the officials of which
have reported very favorably upon it as
a locomotive fuel. ;

The total area of the Udi deposits is,
as far as can be at present estimated,
not less than 2,100 square miles, In
places the seams are five feet thick.

GERMAN ARMY WORK
FORCED ON BELGIANS

British Foreign Office Makes Strong
Protest to Neutral Relief Com-

London, July 8—In a communication
addressed to the Spanish and American
ambassadors ang the Dutch minister
here, as patrons of thé commission for
relief in Belgium, the Foreign Office calls
attention to a decree said to have been
issued on May 15 by Governor-General
von Bissing, the German governor of
Belgium. , \creating more stringent laws
against Belgian workmen who refuse em-
ployment.

The statement continues to say that

‘reports have been received of further at-

tempts by the Germans to requisition la-
bor for military needs. The decree of
May 15 provides heavier penalties of im-
prisonment - for . recalcitrant workers,
while all persons, communes, associa-
tions @and other groups giving relief to
those refusing to work are liable to a
fine of not more than 10,000 marks and
imprisonment for not more than two

years.

“As it is presumably useless,” says the
communication “to urge upon the Ger-
man authorities the inhumanity of this
action, His Majesty’s Government is
therefore reduced to base their protest
solely on the fact of the decree of May
15 which is yet another direct and de-
liberate infraction of the undertakings of
the German Government to the commis-
sion for relief in Belgium.”

T0 SAVE LIVES OF MEN
AFTER NAVAL FIGHTS

London, July 8—A new project for
saving life at the time of naval encoun-
ters is reported in an Exchange Tele-
graph despatch from Copenhagen. It says
several prominent Danes actuated by the
idea that many sailors might have been
saved during the North Sea battle .if
boats had been sent out intend to or-
ganize a fleet of several hundred motor
boats along the west cbast of Jutland
. These boats flying the Red Cross flag
will be sent out to pick up the wounded
after each battle. The work of organiza-
tion will be undertaken as soon as pos-
sible. :
