(Bradstreet’s.)
Wool trading has been rather quiet in
a private way at Boston, most interest
centering in the opening of the British

auctions of Australian wools. ' Predicted
high levels of values for the better grades
of merinos were far exceeded by the ac-
tual fact, all previous records being sur-
passed both in the grease and on the
clean basis. Top prices were $1.68 for
greasy wool and $2.86 for Clean. New
Zealand crossbreds went badly, with
heavy withdrawals and little interest.
Outside of this, the only feature was
moderate trading in medium wools,prices
at private sale being firm and unchanged.
Stocks of unsold wool in Boston, made
up by ‘the Boston Wool Trade Associa-
tion, as of Dec. 31, total 87,644,233
pounds, compared with 58,727,615 pounds
Dec. 31, 1917, when the last previous
compilation of stocks was made. Gov-
ernment wool stocks Jan. 17, 1920, are
stated to have been 82,368,193 pounds of
clothing.
