The rays pass
through objects with ease or difficulty
according to the degree of destiny en-
countered, whence it becomes possible
to take photographic impressions of in-
teriors, An ordinary camera reveals
nothing of a purse more than its out-
side; the X-ray picture shows the coins
within it. So the bones of the human
anatomy, appearing darker than the
flesh, are brought out with surprising
clearness. Any foreign object which
has entered the body, from a bone thaut
has been swallowed, to a bullet, can be
irmmediately detected. It has been es-
tablished that an abcess at the root of
a decaying tooth is a frequent source of
such diseases as rheumatism and arth-
ritis. Bring the X-ray to bear on such
