Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps coyering the full amount of
fees charged are attached. i !

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specially requested to keep them care-
fully for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping 1t would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad-
ers who are unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do &0 by an
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
ability, have to pay over again their verification
fees.
