THE RELIGIOUS WORLD.

CHURCH NEWS AND NOTES GATH-
ERED FROM ALL QUARTERS.

Some Interesting Calculations on the Cost
of Educating Young Men for the Minis-
try—The ~Methodist, Baptist, Episcopal
and Presbyterian Methods.

The most practical way of settling the
cost of educating a young man for min-
isterial service in the Methodist Episco-
pal church is found in the actual expe-
rience of a young man now at Dickinson
college, at Carlisle, which is a Methodist
seat of learning. This young man is the
son of a minister in Philadelphia, and
replying to aletter from a representa-
tive of The Philadelphia Press, he says:

I inclose an itemized account of expenses neces-
gary at Dickinson. It is necessarily an average,
for the cost. of books, fuel, etc., varies to some ex-
tent from year to year. This is no “fancy” ac-
count, as gotten up by many colleges in their cat-
alogues, but is taken from averages of ex-
penses from my own cash account for four years:

Board at from $2 to §3 per week.
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Janitor’s services.
Printing, etc. .
Library fee.
Washing at
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Totals.

No account is taken of clothing, furniture,
traveling expenses, and very little is allowed for
incidentals. . A scholarship saves $6.25 per year,
the amount of tuition. A room can be furnished
for $7 upward according to taste. A young man
with a stock of clothing, furniture and a scholar-
ship can live comfortably at Dickinson on $150 per
year. A man with $300per year is quite
“ell off," can furnish his room handsomely,
attend lectures, pay traveling expenses and have
almost all of the spending money he can handle
conveniently.

Men have much more than thig, and many of
them come here, but to spend all their money
they have to squander it. There are funds from
which needy young men can draw, and thus the
amount of actual is lowered. Besides
there are two $100 prizes and one $25 prize for
acholarships, so that a bright student can liveat a
merely nominal expense.

A story is told of a young man at
Dickinson who felt called to the service
of God. He was poor, but there was no
obstacle he could not overcome. He got
his cost for food down to between 8 and
15 cents per week, living on a mixture of
oatmeal and molasses which he cooked
himself. Thisstudent’s brother had of-
fered him $2,500 a year to go into busi-
pess, but the offer was refused. This
story is told to show the privations to
which men put themselves for religion’s
sake. ®

#. student can get through Drew Theo-
logical seminary at very small cost. The
Educational society allows §100 a year in
needy cases and contributions from the
various ladies’ societies in the church
make the expense almost nothing. Most
students at Drew make money during
tho summer vacation by filling vacan-
cies. At Wesleyan and Middletown
scholarships amounting to from $200 to
$400 are given, makirg it possible to get
through without cost.

CARE OF THE BAPTISTS.

The Baptist church takes good care of
its ministerial students. The Pennsyl-
vania Educational society furnishes the
means to poor students to secure an edu-
cation for the pulpit in sums, of various
amounts, reaching sometimes as high as
$200 a year. iy all studentsin this
section, after securing a good education
at some seat of secular learning, take
the three years’ course at Crozer Theolo-
gical seminas situated at Upland, Pa.
The expen: there are comparatively
light. No charge is made for tuition,
room rent, servant’s attendance, fuel,
light in the public rooms or use of the
library. All arrangements for boarding,
washing and forthe reading room are
made under the direction of the Stu-
dents’ association, which, at the close of
each session, clects officers and a matron
for the session following. - The steward
buys everything needed for the boarding
department, and the matron has charge
of the kitchen and dining room.

This arrangement gives universal satis-
faction, and excellent board usually costs
Jess than $3 per week. Each student
pays $1 a month for washing, and §1 a
year for reading room expenses. The
janitor of the seminary has charge of
the whole building, and students’ have
neither trouble nor expemse in taking
care of their rooms. Students furnish
lights for their own rooms. The ex-
pensesof a student for the entire session,
exclusive of booksand clothing, areabout
$120. Students have frequent opportu-
nities of supplying vacant pulpits and of
preaching at mission stations; and some
of them in this way obtain amounts suf-
ficient to meet their seminary expenses.
The Pennsylvania Education society aids
its beneficiaries to the extent of its re-
sources. Besides, there is a seminary
fund which is used for the benefit of
students at the discretion of the faculty,
and it is not intended that any worthy
and capable student shall leave the sem-
inary for lack of means to meet his
necessary expenses.

THE EPISCOPAL STUDENTS.

The Evangelical Educational society,
having an office at 1224 Chestnut street,
Philadelphia, has charge of the financial
aid offered to young men studying for
the ministry of the Protestant Episcopal
church, and the general fund provided
for that purpose, which is subscribed to
by the dioceses allover the United States,
is sufficient in volume to enable the so-
ciety to not only pay the expensesof a
limited number of students at the divin-
ity school of the church, but to support
them through a imi course of
study at the University of Pennsylvania
or an academic institution of some sort.
To enter the study for the university
and secure the society’s help, it is pri-
marily necessary for the candidgte to
be a member of the church in good
standing. If heisnot a college gradu-
ato-itis required of him that he shall
have had at least a good academic edu-
cation . before entering the divinity
schiool, He must also furnish satisfactory
evidence to the faculty that he has been
admitted as a candidate for holy orders.

The cost of text books varies from $15
to $20 per year. For a term there of
thirty-five weelrs the expense for board
would be $150. Take $18 as the average
for text books and the total sum would
be $188. This, of course, does not allow
for clothing mor 'incidental expenses—
two items that are, toa greater or less
extent, within the control of the student
himself. Theextremely economical man
can manage to get along on two suits of
clothes a year, at say, $50 for the two,
although he could buy much cheaper
clothing and still be comparatively well
dressed. If hecan keep his personal and
incidental expenditures for the year
within another $50 bill, he will beable to
get through the Divinity school on $288
per year, but he will have to sail pretty
closa to the wind to doso. Three hun-
dred dollars is considered a fair average
for yearly expenses. §

In round numbers, then, $900 will
probably be a sum sufficient to educate &
young man for the ministry in the Pret-
estant Episcopal church, provided that
ho takes o three years' course and has
had a good preliminary education.

THE PRESBYTERIAN WAY.

The Presbyterian Board of Home Mis-
sions, with which the church sustentation
scheme has now been consolidated, fur-
nishes to those in need of assistance from

education. At some of the larger col-
leges, like Princetanand Lafayette, there
are scholarships and prizes that may be
earned that lighten the burdenof ex-
penses quite appreciably. A gentleman
connected with the Presbyterian Boar
of Education made a calculation the
other day of the average salary paid
ministers of the church, and his figures

| showed that itis $600. There are few

salaries under $500 per year.

Sularies of Ministers.

Tho salaries of ministers in the large
parishes_equal, \Where they do not ex-
ceed, the salaries of the justices of the
supreme courts of ‘the states and of the
United States. ., The.salarfes of ministers
in that very large field of secondary par-
ishes equal, if they do not exceed, the
salaries of professors in the larger col-
leges. The salary of the average coun-
try minister (we don’t refer now to the
home missionary of the east or west)
equals the income of the average country
doctor, making suitable allowance in the
case of the latter for uncollectable
charges. * * * Of your young men
of equal ability and without fortune
who enter respectively the professions of
law, medicine, jonrnalism and the min-
istry, it may be expected with hardly a
doubt that atthe end of the first five
years of professional gervice the minis-
ter will be in the best social position.

His home will be better furnished than
theirs, allowing that they havebeen able
to marry; he will have a better library;
he will shosv more of the general equip-
ment_of social and : professional life.
Something of this outlay may be com-
pulsory. A minister’s salary is pretty
carefully graduated to the standard at
which he is expected to live in the com-~
munity. The margin for laying up
money is never intended to be large.
But it is one result of this amount of in-
come at the beginning that tastes are de-
veloped which it is difficult afterward to
restrain or tosatisfy. On the other hand,
the narrower income of the earlier years
of the other professions trains men to
more moderate tastes and to more care-
ful habits of expenditure, so that at the
end of twenty years the margin of actual
savings is greatly in excess of that of the
ministry for thesaine time, even at the
same aggregate income,—Andover Re-
view.
