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THE NEW VOTERS-

The Globe, which has always been an
advocate of a widers .firage, is in agreat
state of perturbation over the new voters
that have been added to the electoral
lists under Mr. Blair's franchise law.
Prior to the passage of that law, the elec-
toratelof St. Johniand Portland, which now
now the united city, numbered about
5,800 persons. The names of 2,770 per-
sons were added by the Revisors from
the assessment list, and since then, the
names of 1744 have been added, most of
them on application of Mr. Thos. D. Hen-
derson. In round numbers the new
voters list exceeds that of last year by
4,500 names, a greater number than is
usually polled at an election. As most
of these names are those of men who will
enjoy the franchise for the first time,and
who will be almost certain to vote, it
may be safely assumed that the votes cast
at the next election will be practically
double that of any previous contest. All
this is very disturbing tothe mind of the
elitor of the Globe, who is quite at sea
in regard to the political sympathies of
the new voters, who are numerous
enough to snow under any party or any
candidate of whom they may not ap-
prove. The great problem now is, how
will the new electors vote?

We do not believe that there is any
one in the city of St. John who is quali~
fied to answer this vital q:.estion.
Claims are easily made, but none of
them appear tobe based on any solid
foundation of knowledge. It is probable,
that the most of the new electors have
not formed any very strong opinions.
Many %of them are working men who
have not before enjoyed the -franchise
because they could not qualify either on
income ‘ or property; some of them are
young men who have just come of age.
The four and five hundred voters
are, probably, for the most part, awaiting
enlightenment, %hi the Globe does not
seom able’or willig to give them. The

WORSE THAN FAGGOT VOTING.

One of the most scandalous instances
of an attempt to acquire votes in a neigh-
boring county, without right or qualifica~
tion, has just been brought to our notice
by a voter of the County of Kings. The
parties guilty of the attempt in question
are Mr. T. Nisbet Robertson, one of the
proprietors of the Globe, and his son
George M. Robertson, a telegraph opera-
tor, who, no doubt, acted under his
father’s instructions, T. Nisbet Robert-
son’s name is on the list of voters for
Queen’s Ward, for this city, his polling
district being No. 17. His name ap-
pears on this list in the following form:

Robertson T. Nisbet, cost Office address, St.
John, Title, Income, residence 48 King Square.

It will be seen from this that Mr. T.
Nisbet Robertson is a resident of St
John, that he qualifies on income and
that his place of abode is King square.
Mr. Robertson, however, is not content
merely to be a voter in the citv and
county of 8t. John. His name appears
in the list for the county of Kings, as a
resident of Rothesay and as an applicant
o have his name added to the voters’ list.
Mr. Robertson, in order to have his
name placed on the list of applicants, for
a vote in the County of Kings as
it appears in print certified to by J udge
Wedderburn,required to make a declara-
tion to the following effect :

the County of Kings, do solemnly de-

clare and say : |

1. That Iam of the full of twenty-

3, That I am and have been a resi-
dent of Canada for one year prior to the
date hereof, and that I derive an income
from my said occupation of not less than
three hundred dollars annually.

4, That I claim - to_be registered as &
voter in and for the Electoral District of
Kings county.

5. And I make this solemn declaration
conscientiously believing the same to be
true and by virtue of the “Act respecting
extra-judicial oaths.”

This is bad enough, but itis by mno
means all. It might perhaps be said 'in
excuse for Mr. Robertson’s conduct that
he had changed his residence from:48
King Square to Rothesay,and when apply-
ing to be placed on the Kings county list
as a voter had forgotten the important
fact that he wason the St. John list.
But this excuse is disposed of in advance
by the conduct of his son who resides
with him and who doubtless acted under
his direction. This young man, George
M. Robertson, has made application to
Judge Watters to be placed on the list of
voters for the city of St. John, and he has
also applied to Judge Wedderburn to
have his name added to the list of voters
for the county of Kings. We place the
two applications together as they appear
on the printed lists for St. John and Kings
respectively.

The following sections from the Electoral
Franchise Act, 1885, and its umending
act cover this case.

Sec. ¥ of the act of 188 is as follows:—
Persons qualified under this.act as vot-
ers in respect of income shall only be re-
gistered as yoters and vote in the polling
district where they reside at the time of
registration. s
Sec. 61 of the same act recites:—
Every person who in any oath or
affirmation taken or made under this
act, willfully swears or affirms falgely
shall be deemed guilty of wilful and cor-
rapt perjury.

Electoral district according to the same
act means any place (consisting of or
comprising any city, etc.) in Canada, en-
titled to return a member to the House
of Commons of Canada.

Sec. 3 of the act of 1886 is a follows:
Every person shall be entitled to be
registered in any year upon the list of
the voters’ for the proper polling district of
any electoral digtrict_or portion of an el-
ectoral district and when so registered
to vote if such persofr &c.”

Sec. 3. Subsection (6) thus defi
residence and income, “ Is a resident within
the electoral district, and derives an income
of at least three hundred dollars annuslly
from his earnings in money or money's
worth, or partly in money and partly in
money’s worth, or from some ‘profession,
calling, office or trade, or from some in-
vestment in Canada, and has so - derived
such income and has been a resident of
Canada for one year next before his be-
ing placed upon the list.of voters, or the
date of the application for the placing of
his name on the list of voters.

MR. ELLIS'S IEW__COISTITIIENTS-

Mr. John V. Ellis, member of Parlia-
ment for the city of St. John, is giving
himself a good deal of concern over the
great increase in the number of electors
for this costituency for the provincial
elections. But there is an old adage
“when your neighbor’s bouse is on fire
look out for your own” and the applica-
tion of this proverb to the present cir-
cumstances of our city member might be
& wise act on his part. Mr. Ellis is men-
aced in his seat by three different forms
of danger, one real and existing, the oth-
er two possible if not imminent. Mr.
Ellis became member of 'Parliament
for this city under the false pretence
that he was a loyal man, and at the gen-
eral election of 1887 he received -a ma-
jority of 213 votes out of a total poll of
4519, The totsl number. of voters
registered. = at . that - time was

1882 when ' Sir
Teonard Tilley and Mr. George McLeod
were the candidates only 2,439 votes were
polled, so that the vote of 1887 exceed-
ed by about 1,550 the largest vole
ever before cast in this city in
s Dominion election. But at the
next Dominion election, wheneverit may
be, the vote of St. John will be much
greater than even it was in 1887. The
work of revision is not yet complete, but
enough is known about it to at least
warrant this statement. The number of
names added so far to the list of 1887 is
1,714, and the number struck off 213,
leaving a net gain of 1,501 in the number
of voters. It is probable, therefore, that
the vote cast at the next general election
will be ip. the vicinity of 6,000, and of
these 1,500 will be new men, very few of
whom will, we think, be disposed to cast
a ballot for the editor of the Globe.

The addition of so many new voters is
a real danger which menaces the member
for St. John, but this does not complete
the list of his troubles. The government
will probably find it necessary either to
take into the Dominion constituency of
8t.John the entire area included in the
united city, or to divide the county of St.
John into three ridings. Either of these
courses would entirely destroy any chance
Mr. Ellis might have of being again re-
turned to Parliament. It looks as if the
editor of the Globe, as ‘a politician, had
become a very dead duck.

The Prince’s health during the last
three years, especially in 1888, has been
much better than it used to be. In the
autumn of 1883, in obedience to his
physician, he had te deny himself many
things at table, and to give up not only
shooting, of which he had till then been
very fond, but also long walks and horse
exercise. Now, 8o far as we know, he is
not obliged to deny himself anything,
eats of almost all dishes,and is not re-
quired to limit himself in the enjoyment
of the treasures of his cellar, as he used
to be at the time when, besides an obsti-
nate and depressing st hi plaint
neuralgia, and sleeplessness tormented
him almost incessantly, whether at work
or at rest, in the city or in the country
The stomachic complaint seems to be
quite cured now, the torture in the face
is much rarer, and sleep no longer eludes
him. .

His anaual journeys to drink the
waters of Kissingen and to bathe in those
of Gastein are no longer necessary. He
often takes long walks and he rides: out
for hours. If he takes holidays it is only
that he may refresh himself in verdant
solitudes, feel like a country gentleman
again, and seekjthe forest stillness. where
“one hears only the woodpecker,” He
never, indeed, quite attains this isolation
either at Friedrichsruh or at Varzin. The
world follows him on railways and
telegraph wires, for it needs him, though
he does not need it. It comes to him in
official envelo and bundles of
documents, and in the shape of visits
from German and foreign ministers,
ambassadors, envoys, and counsellors,
who all bring more or less important
reports and questions with them. There
is, therefore, always business and work—
not 8o much, especially not such a hea
of “small matters” as in Berlin, but al-
ways more than enough.
