It should be a source of gratification
to the fishermen to know that notwith-
standing the strange mixture of truth
and error which has been ofticially com-
municated to Ottawa, the Fisheries De-
partment has hesitated to act hastily
and has been swayed, to an extent that
could hardly be expected, under the
circumstances, by every consideration
for the interests involved. We have
good reason to know that it has felt em-
barrassed to no small degree by consi-
derations which, we heartily wish, actu-
ated its Inspector for this*Province and
some of the officers under his direction.
One of the latter has, we learn, within a
few days been informed of the prin-
ciples on which the Department desires
to act in such cases as those which have
formed the subject of considerable news-

‘paper controversy. They now, doubt-
less, understand that interference with
any mode of fishing, however objection-
able, actually in progress, upon whicha
great number of persons depend and
which competes with other local modes
of conducting the same fishery by par-
ties who, depending more or less on
this pursuit—both perhaps having some
capital and labor, invested —is always
liable to be considered a hardship if
not indeed, in some cases, an injustice.
This is especially apt to be the case
where any new prohibitory or restric-
tive regulation is required to be sprung

given to suddenly stop a prevailing prac-
tice which is miuch the same in its prac-
tical effect as a new regulation.

This hardship is very much aggravat<
ed by any distinction being suggested
between neighboring districts—such as
abolishing in one county the same fish-

ing engines orf appliances as ame «livw-
"ed M amettor.  ‘THere may possibly be

sufficient reasons for the difference, but
such reasons ought to be very strongly
established in fact and not rest either
on positive assertions or partial con-
siderations. The Department, we be-
lieve, admits that it might be possible
and, perhaps, wise to allow smelt fish-
ing with nets, under judicious restric-
tions without making any invidious ex-
ceptions as to locality. That might also
depend on the situation and local pe-
culiarities as well as on the precise con-
dition of the fishery and the specific
abuses which threaten its injury or de-
pletion.s If, for example, nets were
authorized of proper size .and the mesh
was sufficiently large to admit of the
eacape of young fish, regulations as to
proper distance apart were carefully ob-
served and a portion of the spawning
time made a close season, there ought
to be no serious objection to their use
on the ground of decimating or destroy-
ing this fishery. The Department is
not yet made aware whether these con-
ditions could be practically fulfilled by
bag-nets, and it entertains an idea that
perhaps scoop-nets might be used with
profit to the fishermen and without in-
jury to the fisheries.

Holding this very fair position in the
matter we are not surprised to find that
the Department recognizes the fact-that
therighttime to consider all these things
is before the fishing season commences.
It is impressed with the importance of
the point, as developed in the reports
of the officers, both at Chatham and
Bathurst, that the very bag-nets which
are illegal and have been represented
by Messieurs Venning and Hickson as
8o destructive, and about which all the
excitement has arisen, have actually
been in use in Gloucester and North-
umberland ever since last winter, and
have, this season, been operated with
since 1st December; and yet no intima-
tion of the fact reached the Department
at Ottawa until quite recently, when the
Minister was suddenly informed that
the very existence of the smelt fish-
ery was threatencd and that the supply
of baitfishes for the larger kinds of coast
fishes was in imminent danger of being
permanently injured, for which reasons
the Department was called upon to
promptly interfere and stop all netting
for smelts in Gloucester, but to allow it
to go on without alteration in North-
umberland. The Departmentcould not
but remember that, under the Fisheries
Act, the nets were subject to seizure and
summary confiscation and that those
who operated them were also liable to
be fined, but after the tacit permission
and absence of warning or remonstrance
by the local fishery officers; any such
exercise of executive power would ap-
pear to the persons, whose property and
pursuits were thus affected most arbi-
trary and unjust. The Minister natur-
ally hesitated to take advantage of the
situation by stringent measures, in view
of the fact that any. responsibility or
culpability for the introduction and use
of the nets was shared between the fish-
ery officers and the fishermen, and that
the Department had been called upon
to interfere only when their employ-
mant'provedbobe'troublesome, threaten-
ed injury and had exclted local cpposi-
tion.

It was in the face of these difficulties

upon the fishermen, or any instruction-

that the Minister considered it proper
to make an effort to lessen the reputed
injurious effects, which were so strong-
ly asserted to be caused through the use
of bag-nets, by applying certain restric-
tions, without enforcing any prohibitory
suthority, and he preferred that the offi-
cers should take a little extra trouble,
and was willing to incur additional ex-
pense to assist them in meeting difficnl-
ties which though represented by them
to be so critical, they had themselves,
to a certain extent, occasioned. Incon-
sequence of this view of the matter, the
local officers at Bathurst and Chatham
were telegraphed to from Ottawa and
instructed to see that young and un-
marketable fishes were put back alive
into the holes. The Chatham officer
assured the Department that seventy-
five per cent of such fish could be re-
turned alive to the water, while the
Bathurst officer, after several days’ trial
reported that the abuses which he had
already reported still continued to exist
and that there was no possibility of
avoiding ruination to the smelt fishery
except by prohibiting the use of bag-nets
entirely. The same positive and ur-
gent representations were sent to the
Department from other quarters, also,
and the Minister saw no practical way
out of the difficulty but through the
prohibition of the bag-nets in Glouces-
ter. The action of the Department,
under the circumstances was, it will be
admitted, unavoidable, and although it

the law of public opiniou for an injustice
which has been wrought upon those who
were engaged in an important industry
which has practically been crushed,
yet the moral responsibility rests up-
on those through whose misrepresenta-
tions of the facts the Department was
forced to act, even—as we firmly be-
lieve—against its convictions. The De-
partment, we believe, is not yet satis-
fied that the extreme course taken was
necessary and afterreceiving the Petition
published in the ADVANCE last week—a
brief and perhaps crude document set-
ting forth in honest terms the signers’
sense of the injustice done by the in_
vidious and discriminating treatment of
the Bathurst fishermen—ithas, we hear,
asked the local officer to reconsider
the matter and inform it if he still is of
opinion that smelt fishing there should
be restricted to hooks and lines. That
officer has thus an opportunity afford-

ed him to remedy an injustice which he
has aided it working upon the commu-
nity in which he lives and it is to be
hoped that it will turn out that he is
equal to the duties of the delicate posi-
ion.

The Incorporation Questien.

Our report of the Incorporation meet-
ing on Saturday evening ows that
some of those who took m pro-
ceedings entertain rather peculiar ideas
of personal courtesy, to say nothing of
matters of greater moment, which
should have due weight with every,citi-
zen who values the reputation of the
community in which he lives. At a
meeting held, we think, in November
last, the question of incorporating the
Town was discussed and a committee of
citizens was appointed to obtain and
lay information on the subject before an
adjourned meeting. The adjourned
moeditty wus HEIX tn Docomber. and
facts and figures having been sub-
mitted to it, a new Commiltee was
chosen to prepare a bill of incorporation
to be laid before the meeting, which
was still further adjourned to meet at
the call of the Committee. Two pro-
minent members of the Commitiee were
called abroad by business, but as the
work to be done, though laborious, was
mainly clerical,and the general features
of the document to be prepared were
all agreed upon, they deputed their
powers to their associates. Another
member of the Committee did not assist
in the work, for reasons which appear
to be quitesufficient, but were not based
on any want of ‘‘ energy” on his part.
The other members of the Committee
entered upon and performed the duties
assigned to them, some, however, work-
ing harder than others, on the ground
that as they had allowed their fellow-
citizens to place them in a position where
certain work was expected of them,
they were bound to do that work faith-
fully, as a matter of duty, even at a
sacrifice of their own personal and busi-
ness interests. The adjourned meeting
having convened on Saturday night, ac-
cording to its own choice, viz., at the
call of its Committee, it was to be ex-
pected that the gentlemen who got up
the bill and were ready to place it en-
tirely at the disposal of those who had
asked them to prepare it, would, if not
thanked for the time and attention/they
had given to the work,havebeen spared
from insplts and inuendoes with which
they wete met by two or three persons
who seemed to have prepared them-
selves for the purpose. Mr. Lawler,
who took very little interest in the Com-
mittee’s work and to meet whose carp-
ing convenience an extra meeting was
specially held, cwed the same courtesy
to his fellow-committee-men before the
public meeting that was accorded to
him in their private meetings, and in
view of his conduct on Saturday night it
is probable that it will be difficult to
get at least some of the gentlemen who
served on the Committee with him to
allow themselves to again be placed in a
like humiliating position. We do not
believe that any member of the Com-
mittee had any desire that the bill
should be unduly pressed upon the Rate-
payers. We know that some of them
were in favor of incorporation, while
others were against it, but those who
really did the work felt that they were
only perforining a public duty entrusted
to them and they carefully abstained
from departing from the understood
wishes of those who appointed them.
That one of their number should en-
deavor to create a different impression
is to be regretted for many reasons, but
chiefly because it appeared to give rise
to expressions, at the meeting of Satur-
day pight, which were both rude and

Inspector.

wondered at, eonsidering the fact that
ita'editor owes his present high politi-
eal position to Gloucester county—will
be condoned by its unworthy expressi-
ons respecting this paper and its editor,
it will discover its mistake when too
late. The Freeman isknown, however,
only as a publication devoted to the in-
terests of a man who, being endowed
by the Creator with good natural abili-
ties, shows his gratitude for it by turn-
ing his hand against all his fellow-crea-
tures and all human institutions, ex-
cepting such as he may be enabled to
use to further his own ' advancement.
In private life he may, and we hope he
does atone, by the exercise of charity
and a display of some of the better at-
tributes of our humanity, for the per-
sistent and cold-blooded malice with
which he turns his hand against every-
thing that he cannot turn. to personal
account, and if this paper and its in-
terests are included in the programme
of the Freeman, as objects of the
malevolence of its editor, we will en-
deavor to ‘‘ accept the situation” with
as good grace as possible, feeling that
its enmily, if it sometimes interferes
withour efforts t> benefit those by whom
we are surrounded, is almost equivalent
to a certificate of our good character.

tor of the ADvANCE is an alloy of knave
and fool. The Inspector, after acknow-
ledging the honor which the mention of
his letters in the Freeman confers upon
him says:—

You think I have devoted too much at-
tention to the | Advance and its Editor.
Were his paper published in St. John,
where he is well kiiown, your remark
would be correct, but he is disseminating
his erroneous opinions among the fisher-
men of the north, and assuring them that
neither myself nor our oldest and most ex-
perienced officers understand our duties,
nor the facts connected with an intelligent
performance of them. Hence I felt called
upon to deal at some length with him and
his crude opinions, in order to prevent his
errors from misleading his readers. Iam
glad to inform you that my efforts are
having the effect intended, and that I am
almost daily in receipt of - letters from
fishermen whose opinions fully sustain my
own absolute knowledge.

You think my descriptionfof the man-
ner in which our officers are treated is too
sweeping, aud that probably I did not
mean that my charges should be so gener-
eral. I regret to say, that as regards
Northumberland County, to which they
are confined, they are only too true and
that the picture drawn, so far from being
exaggerated, is not sufficiently hfhly col-
ored. From the mouth of the Miramichi
Rlver to its source, the fishermen are all
leagued against the officers, and resort to
every possible mode of evaling their vigi-
lance and resisting them in the perfor-
mance of their unpleasant duties. And I
very much regret that the editor of the
Advance,from motives best known to him-
self is pursuing a course calculated to en-
courage them in their hostility to laws
made for their own ultimate benefit.

Respecting the second sentence in the
above it may be quite as well for” the
person who wrote it to abandon that
kind of effort to weaken the arguments
we have used in showing that his course
in the matters we have been discussing
with him has not been right. The
gentleman to whom he alludes has quite
as honorable a record in 8t. John as
has W. H. Venning, Esq. Inspector of

Fisherieg for New Brunswick, whether
it be on account or l or profes-

sional character, and Mr. "Venmisg.ia.
warned that a continuation on his part
of such allusions as the above to the
editor of this paper will only result in
developing the fact that a knowledge of
the habits of fish is by no means the
limit of our information on matters
which may have caused the Inspector
quite as much trouble to master as that
interesting study.

The Inspector refers - to letters
which he receives almost daily from
fishermen at the North, and says they
sustain his course. We will corfess to
having miscalculated both the senti-
ment and knowledge of the more intelli-
gent fishermen of the North Shore, if
they do so and motwithstanding ‘the In-
spector’s assertion,we venturetosay that
he has not letters from such fishermen
contradicting ns on the points which
we have made against him. We, last
week, published letters sent us by fish-
ermen who are well known on the Mira-
michi, giving their names and their flat
contradictions to the ‘‘ absolute know-
ledge” of the Inspector. Can he [con-
tradict us in a similar manner on any
material point! We challenge him to do
so. Let us have the letters and the
names. :

Respecting the latter paragraph of the
above quoted extract from: the Ins-
pector’s letter we have to say that our
personal knowledge of, at least, some of
the fishermen of the Miramichi River
would justify language in contradiction
which, we do not care to use. Such
charges, we tell the Inspector, are not
borne out by the facts and unless the
Department, which they reflect no cre-
dit upon, investigates them, together
with other statements equally malicious
or unfounded, published and communi-
cated to Ottawa, by the Inspector, it
cannot be expected that the fishermen
will feel as they should towards the De-
partment so long as he continues i
position to slander them and misrepre-
sent their interests under the prorectih{
of his office. We ask any reasonable
person whether Mr. Venning’s state-
ments, which bédr their character on
their face, are likely to conciliate the
fishermen,or render them betterdisposed
than he represents them to be towards
the officers? We believe few men would
allow themselves to either act or write
as he has done in dealing with questions
such as those affecting our important
fisheries, which require calm and just
judgment and not the violence and par-
tizan spirit which the Inspector has, of
late, developed.

terested, should have left so important a
portion of its labors to be performed by a
single individual. It is not too late, how-
ever, to take advantage of Mr. Smith’s
enterprise and example, as there is no good
reason why similar statistics should not
be officially compiled at every station.

Moreover, we are aware that few stati-
stics of the kind are published in the
United States. Some months ago we were
waited upon by a scientific deputation
from Germany in search of commercial
statistics relating to the sea and inland
ﬁahenes of the United States. Ouly mea-
gre figures chould be obtained. The mat-
ter of coliection and é)ublication ought to
be placed in charge of the U. 8. Fish Com-
mission, with an appropriation sufficient
to defray expenses. And each State Fish
Commission should be required to collect
such information within its own jurisdic-
tion, to be published in connection with
the annual reports. Insome States—Con-
necticut, for instance—the fishermen are
furnished with blank forms which they
are required to fill up, but we have not
heard whether the attempt has been pro-
ductive of tangible results.

: We feel quite justified in saying that
the fishery returns, which go directly
from the fishermen through the fishery
officers to the Department at Ottawaare
not adequate. They do not show the
real value of the industry or tonch such
points as distribution, mode ef hand-
ling and others of importance to com-
mercial men.

The Shippagan Breakwater.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Sir :—We have seen nothing of any ac-

count in the papers of late concerning
our Breakwater. It is now built about
one third of its proposed length, but it is
(;nly right, in the interest of all concerned,
to state that the prospect of it being com
pleted, as things are going, is very remote.
There is no material on hand with which
to carry on the work—no brush, no stone,
no piles—and, although the winter is well
advanced there is no sign of any being
hauled. The reason is due to the contrac-
tors’ peculiar mode of doing business and
their delay in meeting the expectations of
those who have worked for them. I know
this is .a delicate subject to refer toin a
newspaper, but the work is a public one;
it was to be built for the benetit of a large
number of people in this section of the
country, and while I regret the necessity
for asking you to call public attention to
the manner in which the contractorsare
proceeding, I feel more than justified in
doing so by the facts and the public inter-
ests involved.

What is built of the Breakwater has
done us a great deal of gcod ; we have about
two feet more water in the channel than
before, and should it at any time be all
completed it will greatly help us for the
Fishing, as the boats will be able to come
in atall times of tide nightiand day. The
brush damlis pretty nearly all finished and
80 far has stood well It will require a
few stones and brush in the spring. © We
have noice in the Gully this season for
the tide being rendered so strong by the
structure, it has kept the channel open all
winter.

OPENING MEETING OF THE EVANGELISTS IN
BosTON—IMMENSE CROWDS IN ATTEND-
ANCE—BOSTON To BE SHAKEN AS A MO-
THER SHAKES A CHILD, A

Bos10¥, January 28.—Rarely, if ever

has there been witnessed such a scene of
y

inspired Christian enthusiasm and sincere
devotion as was ifested at_the opening
meetings of Moody and Sankey at the Bos-
ton Tabernacle this afternoon and evening
It seemed as if the whole community had
turned out to listen to the great evange-
lists, and it was specially notable that all
through the services there was apparent
the most devout feeling. Certainly Mr.
Moody never commenced a series of revi-
val meetings in this country under more
favorable auspices, and the popular antici-
pations are greatly in error if- the evange-
list’s predictions do not prove true, that,
‘what he has accomplished in other cities
will be nothing compared with wl_::}t_}he

will do in Boston.
THE GATHERING CROWDS.

The Grand Tabernacle, erected at the
expense of over $50,000 and with a seat-
iing capacity for6,000, could not accommo-
date more than a quarter of those who
came to hoth affernoon and evening meet-
ings. Indeed, solarge weré the crowds
who came that outside meetings wereopen-
ed ina couple of neighboring churches,
and the limits of these were inadequate to
thedemands made upon them. TheGrand
Tabernacle was filled in a very few mo-
meénts after the doors were thrown open,
the aisles. however, being kept clear by
an ample police force, to admit of a speedy
exit in case of fire or accident.

After
a few moments of silent prayer there was
another hymn by the choir, when Rev. Dr.
Webb invoked the Divine blessing upon
the revival now commenced and from
which so much was hoped, cuncluding
with an earnest supplication that God
would move the hearts of those assembled
to embrace the faith this very day and at
this very time and place. The prayer,
though brief, was very affecting and elo-
quent, and many hearers were visibly
moved. ;

ME. MOODY’S.SERMON.
r. Sankey now sang, ‘‘Ninety and
ine,” after which the choir sang ‘‘Rock

f Ages,” and then Mr. Moody began his

rst sermon in Boston, taking for his text
the thirteenth chapter of Numbers and
part of the thirtieth verse—‘‘ And Caleb
stilled the people belore Moses and said,
Let us go up at once, tnd possess it.”

Before commencing his discourse, Mr.
Mooy said that hehad been told before com-
ing to Boston he would find it a peculiarly
hard place for missionary work, a remark
which created no little sensation among
some of his hearers. ““But,” added the
evangelist, ‘““God can, and will, shake
Boston as a mother shakes her child.” The
sermon which followed was one of the
most powerful for which Mr, Moody is
noted,and had a marked effect upon every
listener. The idea which he sought to con-
vey wasthat the Christian men and women
should Kave more faith, courage and earn-
estness in the work of reclaiming souls.
He told them they had been asleep here,
and he hoped he could arouse them to a
sense of the duty which they had so long
neglected.
