H. Debenham, C. P. R. Traffic Agent, Here 
to Interview Importers and Exporters 

-A Conference Today.
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To the Editor of the Sun:
біг,—I am sure that many of your 

readers will be deeply interested in the 
following report, written by Bishop 
Newnham of his recent visit to the 
settlement of Lloydmlnster, which ap­
pears in the monthly record of the 
Colonial and Continental Church So­
ciety. As one of these who believed in 
Mr. Lloyd from the first and realized 
his admirable gifts, Who sympathized 
with the difflcultiez he had to face, 
which (toad he been more bravely sup­
ported) he would have conquered eas­
ily; who knew that in a happier sphere 
he would prove his courage and capac­
ity — I have read the report with no 
surprise, but deep gratification. Those 
feelings will be shared, I believe, by 
many others.

built, and now there are a score or 
more of houses and stores, besides 
shacks.

The colonists have most of them put 
up «hacks on their farms, put in their 
required time on the homestead, brok- ; 
en ground, and, in spite of much of j 
the seed sold them being worthless, j- 
have prospects of a little oats, etc, 
while they are putting up a good stock 
of hay for the steck during the winter. 
But many are "hard up” naturally; 
money has not begun to dome in, and 
they will find it difficult to get through 
the winter without getting into debt. 
They will probably need real assist­
ance from the government for this next 
winter. While evidently energetic and 
diligent in civic and church matters, 
where they have a leader such as their 
chaplain is, many of them are far from 
being "pushing” in agriculture or 
manual work, and they have much yet 
to learn. In church matters, or let us 
say in the matter of religion, there is 
more energy and push. The chaplain, 
who is a sort of bishop and executive 
committee and rector ail in one, has 
always some further step in view and 
keeps them pushing ahead.

He has a scheme for a separate 
church centre, or nucleus of a congre­
gation, every few miles, so that every 
homestead may be within a moderate 
drive of a place for service. But this 
will mean much effort in the colony. 
He hopes eventually to have a church 
for each, and a clergyman for every 
group of four or five. At present, with 
commendable energy and self-denial 
they have,begun two or three of these 
buildings, and have sites chosen for 
others. At the present time he has 
only the help of one appointed mission­
ary and one voluntary one, an Irish 
clergyman, who has taken land for 
himself and family, and whp will take 
Sunday duty. But he has among the 
colonists a few who are ready to act' 
as lay readers, and a band of church­
wardens and vestrymen who wil) do 
what they can to help in any way. 
But what are these among so many? 
Compared to their needs and our duty 
little is being done; but compared to 
their numbers and their power and 
ability they are doing much. The peo­
ple willingly offer their houses for the 
services, and willingly drive far to at­
tend , we ought to try to make the sup­
ply of men equal to the demand. Some 
day this country will be filled, and the 
congregations will be large and able 
to support their clergy; but now is the 
day of small things, but also the day 
for us to grasp the work, and to re­
tain the affection and loyalty of our 
own church members by ministering 
to their felt wants.

NORTH SEA INQtiRY.

Members of Commission Received in 

Paris—A Kick From Russia.

PARIS, Dec. 20.—President Loubet 
this morning received at the Elysee 
palace the members of the interna­
tional commission, which is to inquire 
into the North Sea incident, but the 
non-arrival of Rear Admiral Davis 
prevented American participation.

The reception of the commission at 
the Elysee presented a brilliant scene. 
A guard of colonial infantry was drawn 
up in the court of the palace, and sa­
luted the admirals. M. Loubet receiv­
ed the commission in the audience 
chamber surrounded by naval and civil 
officials. The admirals and their staff 
wore the showy uniforms of their var­
ious countries. The British and Rus­
sian admirals exchanged pleasant salu­
tations. Admiral Kasenakoff is a 
youthful admiral, with keen face and 
of stock build. Rear Admiral Sir Lew­
is Beaumon is venerable and tall, tow­
ering above his colleague.

After M. Loubet had welcomed the 
commission there was a brief meeting 
of the council of ministers. Comment 
was heard in high quarters concern­
ing the opening of the formalities be­
fore all the members of the commiss­
ion were here.

ST. PETERSBURG, Dec. 20. — The 
English reports that Russian agents 
are trying to suborn witnesses belong­
ing to the Hull fishing fleet in connec­
tion with the North Sea incident, 
arouse great indignation here, they be­
ing regarded as a wilful misrepresen­
tation of fact. Russia openly offered 
a reward for information throwing 
light on the subject.

St. John,, N. B., Dec. 20.

In the middle of August Bishop 
Newnham, late of Moosonee,. and now 
of Saskatchewan, N. W. Canada, paid 
his first visit to Lloydmlnster, the re­
markable new settlement which was 
staited last year.

To reach the settlement the bishop 
had to travel across the prairie for 
nearly 200 miles in a buggy, sleeping 
at night in the rough huts or "shacks” 
on the way. He complains in his pri­
vate letters that people would turn out 
of their beds and sleep on the floor in 
order to give him of their best. In 
due time he approached Lloydmlnster, 
where he arrived on Friday, August 
12. The following is his report of what 
he saw:

My airival toad been most heartily 
prepared for and longed for. In read­
ing what follows you will bear in mind 
that (1) the “colony” covers a large 
tract of country, so that many came 
from fifteen to twenty miles or more, 
and had to provide themselves with 
food, blankets, and shelter for them­
selves and horses from Saturday till 
Monday. (2) It is a very busy time— 
the hay harvet — every hour is valu­
able, machines are short and attend­
ante at Lloydmlnster meant self-den­
ial; and (3) many of the colonists are 
themselves in miserable “shacks” or 
tents, and devoid of ordinary conven­
iences and comforts.

Yet about twelve miles out, where I 
stopped to inspect a new church in 
course of erection, t was hospitably re­
ceived by those residing near; a dainty 
lunch was ready, the ladles having set 
out their much-prized beautiful china 
and nick-nacks. The church, the work 
of the immediate residents, will be 
tiny, but sufficient for present needs, 
simple but pretty, and with ecclesias­
tical-looking home-made furniture.

About eight miles from Lloydmlnster 
I was met by an escort of mounted 
farmers, fifteen in number, well drill­
ed in their duty, who formed up be­
hind our carriage, after a greeting, and 
accompanied us.

About five miles off another twenty- 
five mounted men, from Lloydmlnster 
and district, joined us and formed es­
cort in front and behind, while a hand­
some carriage and pair of horses was 
waiting to receive us. The Rev. G. 
E. Lloyd, the chaplain, organizer and 
leader in all good works, now changed 
from buggy to saddle, where he was 
flanked by his two church-wardens.

In this way we drove and rode into 
IJoydminster, with flags flying from 
church, houses, and stores, till we halt­
ed in front of a really beautiful arch, 
perfectly green, with willow boughs, 
and a “Welcome” on top. 
side, on raised steps, were the little 
girls of, the neighborhood in white, and 
waving flags, while grouped around 
were the balance of the residents. The 
mounted men now formed 
ground to them, and all (led by Rev. 
G. E. Lloyd) united to singing a beau­
tiful hymn, invoking God’s blessing on 
their bishop and on the work of the 
church amongst them. I was then in­
troduced to and welcomed by the head 
government official of the colony, and 
the churchwarden, and I made 
short speech in reply.
