LOCAL.ONIONS! ONIONS! ONIONS! Commissioner D. M. Rees. chM of­
ficer of the Salvation Army in Can­
ada. Newfoundland and Bermuda, ar­
rived in the city yesterday to attend 
the thirtieth annual congress of the 
eastern division of the Army. He was 
accompanied by Col. and Mrs. Mapp, 
chief secretaries for Canada. The com­
missioner is In excellent health and 
spirits and when seen by a reporter 
of The Standard at the officers’ quar­
ters, on Pitt street, chatted entertain­
ingly of the work of the Army In Can­
ada, its progress and prospects. He 
recalled that when here before he had 
had an Interview with the city author­
ities and others relative to the project 
to establish a juvenile court, and said 
that if when the city was ready to 
put the Dominion juvenile delinquency 
act in (force, it wanted the co-operation 
of the Army to provide the home 
which is required by the act, the Army 
would take up the matter of providing 
the facilities for looking after juven­
ile delinquents.

When Winnipeg, some years ago, 
established a juvenile court, it built a 
home for the young people, and turn­
ed it over to the Salvation Army to 
manage. In Winnipeg when boys or 
girls under 16 years of age are ar­
rested, they are taken to the home. 
The magistrate comes to the home 
and deals with them there. The Sal­
vation Army officials act an probation­
ary officers. The work of the juvenile 
court and the home has been very suc­
cessful, and most of the youthful of­
fenders, being kept from the associa­
tions of prison life, are easily direct­
ed along right courses.

WEDDINGSIN NEW BRUNSWICK
i “In the future we hope to establish 

a model lodging house in SL John, but 
such an institution is not as much 
needed here as in some other cities 
The army métropole here has better 
accommodations than many of the 
shelters intended solely for down and 
outers, and there is not many of that 
class here."

Speaking of the plan of providing 
a training school for the soda! side 
of the array’s work, the commander

There are only two 
of these schools In the world; one in 
lxmdon and the other at Copenhagen. 
We have many colleges In different 
countries, but they are devoted to 
training officers mainly for field work, 
preaching, etc.

"At the present tlipe we have be­
tween fifty and sixty departments of 
social work, In which about 400 
cers are engaged. It is felt that we 
can group the different departments 
under a few’ main heads, and give the 
officers specific instruction, In addi­
tion to the class work In the school 
room the cadets will be given practic­
al training In the social work In To­
ronto. thus combining theory and 
practice."
