Gentlemen,—I very much appreciate
your present and greetings, and recip-
rocrate by wishing all of you all the
compliments of this - festive season.
This season of the year here is very
disagreeable, dark, rainy, tnemendous-
ly muddy. This mud situation is about
the very hardest proposition we are
up against here, everywhere mud, al-
ways sticky until you try to shovel it
when you find it is a liguid.

My regiment now is in the trenches,
will be out to billets on the 18th for
six days, then in again for six days
and so on until we advance or the
sches attack. The trenches here
are very bad indeed, fully equalling
what our First Brigade of Canadians
80 gallantly held last winter. We will
do our duty sure when called on also.

In spite of the hardships endured
the spirits of my men never seem to
flag, always cheerful and willing. 1
never want for volunteers for any en-
terprise no matter how daring. The
general health is high, practically our
