The provincial government has called
upon Lieut. Gov. Tweedie to pay into the
crown lands department the sum of $8,110,
which it is claimed is due on account of
certain transactions between the govern-
ment and certain parties, chiefly lumber-
men, in the early nineties, when Mr. Blair
Wwas premier.

It appecars that the sum of $13,686.76
was carried as a Buspense account from
1895 until October, 1906, when Hon. Mr.

Tweedie closed it out by personally hand-
ing the amount to the deputy receiver
general. It is the interest on this amount
that is now demanded. The governor de-
clares that though he paid the original
amount he was not responsible for the
transactiofis, and denies liability for the
interest. The inference is that moneys
which should” have been paid into the
provincial treasury were diverted from
time to time to other uses by the govern-
ment, presumably political, and that had
there been no spaclal audit the facts
would not have bren disclosed, as this
suspense account never figured in the re-
ports submitted to the legislature.

As already stated Lieut. Gov. Tweedie
disclaims personal responsibility for the
bills which he paid in 1906.

Auditor Miller discovered the suspense

His report and the governor's reply are
given herewith, omitting the detailed
schedules copied from the books in the
receiver general’s office.

REPORT ON CROWN LAND SUS-
PENSE ACCOUNT INVESTIGATION.

Montreal, July 17, 1908.

Dear Sir:—In the course of my investi-
gation into the books of the Crown Land
Department, I came across certain items
which I felt it was my duty to draw the
attention of your government to and
which 1 did on the fourth of June last in
the following letter addressed to you. L

CROWN LAND INVESTIGATION.

Fredericton, N. B., June 4th, 1908.
Hon. W. C. H. Grimmer, Surveyor Gen-
eral, St. Stephen, N. B.

Dear Sir:—In pursuing my investigation
into the books of the late W. P. Flewell-
ing I came upon an account which I
think it right to draw your attention to.
As I understand that the government
meets to-morrow and it may be well that
you be in possession of the facts eo far
as I am at present able to lay these before
rou. The account I refer to starts in Mr. |-

Flewelling’'s books in February, 1893, and
continues in these books down to 8th of
October, 1896, when the account disappears
from Mr. Flewelling’s books thus “By
amount arranged with Mr. Babbitt.” I
endeavored to follow this item into Mr.
Babbitt's books but failed. In place of it,
however, I find that there was a Sus-
pense Account for a very much larger
sum carried on the books of the receiver
general since 1895, in connection with the
Crown Land Department, details of which
are as follows:

This balance was carried forward each
year in the receiver general’s books until
the 23d of October, 1906, on which date
the Hon. f.. J. 2'weedie paid cash to Mr.
G. N. Babbitt, D. R. G. amounting to
%13,868.72 This sum was placed to the
credit of the Crown Land suspense ac-
count and go closed the account. Three
days later, namely, the 26th of October,
1906, the Bank of British North America
was authorized to grant an additional ten
thonsand dollars overdraft to Mr. W. P.
Flewelling bringing the total amount of
overdraft authorized up to $25,000.

At the close of the fiscal year 1906 (31st
October), 1 find the bank pass book
chows an overdrawn balance of $28,457.14,
an amount which being in excess of the
authorized overdraft I have today asked
the manager to explain as to what sccu-
rity he held for the excese.

1 have not gone far enough inta this
matter to have drawn any definite con-
clusions, but 1 know that Mr. Flewelling’s
deficit arises in the following way:

(1) He deposited more money in salary
than he appears to have drawn out in
personal cheques as far as I have gone in
my investigation.

(2) That during the period investigated
he paid the receiver general cheques on
account of stumpage, etc., in excess of
what he deposited, that is, if we leave
warrants deposited out of account.

(3) In this way he was practically pay-

thereof out of warrants which he receiv-
ed from the recciver general, and the in-
ference is that he was retaining the cash
collected on stumpage and other like ac-
counte.

Taking the above facts and figures in-
to accourit it may be well for you and
your colleagues to consider if some ex-
planation should not be given as to them.

Dear Sir:—I encloge herewith the papers
presented by me to the executive govern-
ment on Friday along with your reports
re Crown Land Investigation. It is the
wish of the government that you should
probe the matter to the bottom for the
purpose of ascertaining the state of .affairs
in the Crown Land office. If necessary
the government wishes you to present
the matter to Governor Tweedie and find
out what he has to eay in respect to the
account and the fact that it was allowed
to stand for so many years before being
paid and that no interest appears to have
been paid. - We wish to know the truth
in respect to this matter, and want it
brought out to the fullest extent, no mat-
ter who should be affected by the report.

I expeet to be in Fredericton on Fri-
day and will see you further in respect
to thé matter.

Acting on the instructions of your gov-
ernment communicated to me in  the
above letter, I proceeded to make a
thorough investigation into this suspense
account and append  hereto  schedules
showing the figures from the time the sus-
pense account appears in the Crown Land
books to the date when it is paid off in
the receiver general’s books and also sche-
dules showing the interest lost to the
province through the transactions which
have passed through this suspense ac-
count.

On the second page of schedule 5, I
kavé marked the individual items which
make up the. $13,686.76 (being the total
of this suspense account) A to I for the
purpose of facilitating the tracing of
those items into the Crown Land office
suepense account. I will now endeavor to
follow through, in as simple a manner as
pessible, these transactions as they pres-
ent themselves taking them in order as
they appear in schedule 5.

TRANSACTION A.—J. ROBINSON
$1,604.26 DRAFT STUMPAGE.

This traneaction appears to have ori-
ginated in a stumpage note in the Crown
Land Department which note apparently
was renewed from time to time as will be
shown by the entries given in schedule 1,
for, during the contihuance of that ac-
ccunt in the Crown Land books we find
the note being renewed from time to
time and eventually paid off in the re-

Fortunately I can corroborate my state-
ments by evidence which should satisfy
a2ny reasonable man even if there is any
force in the inference Mr. Miller draws
that T should pay the interest because I
paid-the principal.

The following 1s a letter I received from
Mr. James Robinson:
